My conclusion was that every successful Sunday
school class session is a kind of ‘_‘gomt-st_ock com-
pany” in which many people either directly or
Indirectly hold stock.

TIIB GoSpd of Job/!! The Miracle Book of the New Testament

How could there be a “Miracle Book” of the

New Testament? All the hooks of the New Testa-

ment are miracle books; in fact, all the books of
the Bible are miracle books. The Bible is divinely
inspired—it stands in a class by itself. But when
| speak of the Book of John as'being the “Miracle
Book of the New Testament,” | do that in_ order
to give it a standing which no other book in the
New Testament has. It is the “miracle” of the
miracle books of the New Testament. It is unique
even among the writings of the New_ Testament.

Matthew, Mark, and Luke give us history. This
does not mean that there is no theology in them,

but it does mean that the emphasis is not on doc-

trine. There is much theolog?/_ _|mBIied In this
history, and some which is explicit, but largely it
is an ‘account of historical facts, The Book of the
Acts of the Apostles has doctrinal teaching in it,

but it is chiefly historical. In contrast, Paul’s
writings are Iar?ely theological and practical. But
in John’s Gospel we find hoth history and theology.
It is an inspired, historical account of certain
Phases of the life of Jesus, and it is also a book on
heolo%y. It_combines doctrine and history as no
other book in the Bible does. It is the “miracle”
of all the miracle books of the New Testament.

This book could he what it is only hecause it
was written by an eyewitness. It was created by
one who was perhaps better acquainted than any-
one else with™ the public life of Jesus while He
was on earth. Peter and James and John consti-
tuted the “inner circle” of the inner circle—the
apostles. They were, no doubt, with Jesus and
heard words from His lips at times when no others
were present. They knew Jesus and His teachings
as no one else did: But this is not all. John was
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the “beloved disciple.” He must have been nearer
to the Master than even Peter and James. Durlng
Jesus’ public ministry John undoubtedly surpasse
all_others in his walk and fellowship with Him.

Thus John’s Gospel was written by an eyewitness
of the highest order. But more important than the
fact that e was an eyewitness of this unusual type,
he was a heart-witness. His theology is personallx
?l\_/en;, it comes out of his own experience, throug!
aith in Jesus Christ. When he said, “And this"is
life eternal, that the ml([Jht know thee the only
true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent”
(John 17:3), he knew what he was talking about
Wpersonal experience. He says in 1:14—And the

ord was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and
we beheld his Elory, the gilory as of the only be-

otten of the Fathier,) full of grace and truth.”

otice those words, “and we beheld his %Iory.”
Some say that muﬁ;ht be translated, "and 1 beheld
his glory.” In either case, John was talking about
something he had personally experienced.

Turn to the First Epistle ‘of John and read the
opening verses: “That which was from the begin-
m_ng, which we have heard, which we have seen
with our eyes, which we have looked upon, and
our hands have handled, of the Word of life; (for
the life was manifested, and we have seen it, and
bear witness, and shew unto you that eternal life
which was with the Father, "and was manifeste
unto us;) that which we have seen and heard de-
clare we unto you, that ye also may have fellowship
with us: and truly our fellowship iS with the Father,

these facts, that the world “might believe that Jesus
i the Christ, the Son of God.” o

There is no greater preaching than witnessing.
There is no greater witness to the Christ than John
the Apostle,”and the climax of his witnessing is
found in the Gospel of John. “Ye are my wit-
nesses.” “Go ye into all the world, and Breach the
qospel to ever% creature.” We might Detter say,
Witness to the power of the gospel to every
creature.” That isa “Go ye” that is for the laymen
as well as for the preachers, _ _
