ficiently brought forward and preached and emphasized, it will in turq drive all
of them away, or so absorb them in the conflict that _the% might as well be away.
Where nonessentials are thus emphasized, the party in the ascendancy, who have
got rid of those who differ with them, will soon find some further nonessential,
in reference to which the)(,wnl turn upon each other, Weak, preLud!ced human
nature takes to nonessentials ‘like a duck to water.”

We know somethlng
of Jesus Christ—He lived among us in the form an

God
the Father, has revealed himself to us in.myriad
ways. But, who and what is the Holy Spirit?

. The word “spirit” is often confusw for as it
is used today it Is as vague as a fog. What are we
talking about? Is it something which the ordinar
mind cannot _grasp, which defies definition, whic
makes Christianity a dark, mysterious thing, con-
fusing, and not véry relevant fo comman, everyday
experience? Why not just believe in God and try
to follow Jesus Christ?” Isn’t that enough to ask of
a believer?

_ Well, let’s get to the heart of the matter by _sag-
ing that the doctrine of the Holy Spirit Is not just
an idea dreamed up by the_early Christians of by
theologians In later generations.” |t is not just an
unnecessary notion to be accepted or rejected ac-
cording to°the whim of the individual. 1t'is a vital
part of Christian faith. _ _
Those earlg Christians believed, as do we, i
God the Creator—that the world and all creation
had not come into being by accident. But pow
this same God had appearéd 1n the flesh, had walked
the familiar hills and valleys, and had demon-
strated by what He was, what He said, what He did,
and above all, by His rising from the dead, that He
was unlike any other who had_lived. Men believed
Him_to_be trily the Son of God, But before His
crucifixion He had said something which at the
time was hard to understand. He had said, “I have
%et many things to sa%/ unto you, but ye cannot
ear them now. Howbeit wheén he, the” Spirit of
truth, 1s_come, he will quide you into all truth”
(John 16:12-13). "1t Is expedient for you that | go
away: for if | o not away, the Comforter will not
come unto you; but if | depart, | wil] send him_unto
ou” (John 16:7). “But the Comforter, which is
he Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send.in m
name, fie shall teach you all things, and bring a
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things to your remembrance, whatsoever | have
said"unto you” (John 14:26). .

Even then
men did not understand. They did not, as a matter
of fact, until Pentecost, On ‘that day some three
thousand. souls were visited bX and "received the
Horl%/ Spirit, They hecame changed men—rans-
formed, daring, sanctified men. _

Now Christ was no longer with them in the flesh.
They could no longer go to Him with every ques-
tion; depend on Him for strength and wisdom and
understanding.. They were now on their own in the
midst of a hostile world—and yet not alone, for the
HoICy Spirit was in them and in their midst. 1t was
as Christ had promised—the Holy Spirit, the Com-
forter, the active presence of God, was in their lives
to enable them to do what they would never have
dreamed of doing on their own.” They were Infused
with boldness, enthusiasm, and confidence born of
the Holy Spirit, and the world has never been the
same since, _

We Dbegin to see why the doctrine of the Holy
Spirit 1s as much a part of the Christian faith_ds
the doctrine of God, the Father, and Jesus Christ
the Son. Our understanding 1s not complete until
we have begun to understand that God manifests
himself in three essential ways—as Creator, as Sav-
lour, as Guiding Spirit. .

The Holy Spirit is, first, the Interpreter of Christ,
How often” we have wanted to know what Christ
would do or what Christ would have us do in a
given situation, [T we are honest and sincere in our
concern, we will search the Gospels and seek to dis-
cern His mind. But Christ dig not lay down a set
of rules and regulatjons coverln% gvery possibility.
He did not give us five easy steps for apr living,
or a compendium of simple laws for every situa-
tion. Had He done so, they would have heen hope-
lessly outmoded. The world in which He lived knew
nothing of atom bombs, assembly lines, and stock
markets. He spoke to the raw stuff of human na-
ture which was the same then as now, and all the
ages since have not found Him in error at a s!n?le
point. The New Testament is a book of principles
and not a book of laws. Still, our decisions are
difficulf, our,op_mlons complicated by a crazy net-
work of conflicting authorities. _

SOWING
SEED

By WILBUR T. DODSON

Pastor, Fessenden, North Dakota

_Different varieties of seeds are sown at different
times of the year. In various parts,of the country
the same kind of grain is sown at different seasons.
For instance, in “the South. hard wheat is sown
In the fall; in the North it is planted in the early
spring.

There are many difficulties that accompany the
lanting of seeds. Most of the wheatland in the

orth Is “summer fallow” grown. This, enables
the farmer to get into the field a little earlier. The
time element is of utmost importance in the plant-
Ing of seeds.

Regardless of the Iocalit¥, seeding has its dis-
advantages, In some areas the Septemher day can

be hot and dry, while the days of April and” May
are still cold and disagreeable in the North.

On the afternoon of May 4 of this year, |
stopped. by the roadside to talk to a fanner who
was filling his drill with seed and fertilizer, The
day was cold; occasionally the air was filled with
sléet and blowing snow.” In spite of the gloves
and parka, the cold air and sglttlng snow ‘made
seeding the crop quite miserable work. After a
short conversation, my friend said, “It isn't s
exciting to plant seeds as it is to harvest grain,
It jt werent for the thought of the harvést of
grain, | wouldn’t be out here today.”

It’s more exciting to be in the harvest—o see
the field of ripened, golden grain, waving in the
breeze and waiting for the reaper, It is fot hard
to arise early and ‘work late, for this is the end of
a year’s labor.

It is thrilling to be in a service where there
are shouts of newhorn souls; but before this is
accomplished, the seed must be sown. There are

sometimes. drouths of discouragement, spow flur-

ries of indifference, and winds of opﬁosmon_, but
the thought of a harvest encourages the sowing of
good seed. “And he that reapeth receiveth wages,
and gathereth fruit unto life eternal; that both™he
that "soweth and he that reapeth may rejoice to
gether” (John 4:36).

William Cowper

The name_of William Cowper is familiar to
almost every Engllsh-sReakmg household, most par-
ticularly bécause of the illustrious hymn—There
Is 3 Fountain Filled with Blood” (88 in our own
Praise and Worship hymnal). The author was
bom at Berkampstead, Hertfordshire, England, in
1731, son of Rev, John Cowper, who at One time
was chaplain to King George 11, and Mrs, Cowper,
who traced her ancéstry back to King Henry 111,
His mother died when” William was but_six and
this fact never ceased to weigh upon his mind.
Down through the years he would review her pic-
tures and cry out in anguish because of this sore
bereavement” which had”befallen him.

He pursugd his father’s choice for_his life—the
law profession—and attended Westminster. After
serving a three-year apprenticeship, he was eligible
fo take the position as clerk to the House of Lords
If he could pass a formal examination. Because
of his sensitive and shrinking nature_ he failed
to appear for the test, and from this time to the
close "of his lite, he was subject to attacks of
despondency and despair. However, Dr. Cotton
led him to an experience of peace in God through
Jesus Christ and 1t s stated that “in devoutnéss
he was not surpassed even by John Wesler al-
though his own' melancholy temperament placed
him “at a disadvantage.” Cowper is known, not
only as a religjous hymn writer, but as a poet and
prose writer ofhl%hest rank. o
. It was in 1767 that Cowper took up his residence
in Olney and_became intimately acquainted with
the curate, Rev. John Newton. He attended
Newton’s church, as well as the _cotta%e prayer
megtings, Most of his hymns are said to have_béen
written” for these cottage prayer meetings. These
resulted in a common “collection, a,gomt produc-

tion by Newton and CowPe_r entitled: “Olney
Hymng.” Covvger_’s last contribution to hymnody
was “God Moves in a Mysterious Way.”

God moves in a mysterious way

He plants His footsteps in the sea,
And' rides upon the storm.
