The knowledge and understanding of its 
teachings, with conformity thereto, is the first 

. duty· of all who profess faith in Christ. 
Next to the Bi}>le is the Manual of the 

church. In many respects it is an interpreta­
tion of the Bible. Therefore it -�s the duty of all 
who identify them�elv�s with -the Church of 
the Nazarene to acquire a thorough knowledge 
of the Manual and t9 live in harmony· with its 
doctrines, its rules of conduct, and its polity. 

. We make no claim of divine inspiration for 
:' the Manual. We do, however, believe that its 

doctrinal statements, its rules of conduct, and 
its basic principles 0£ government are a sacred 

. heritage which _we have received from our 
founders. Therefore we are bound by· a deep 
'sense of loyalty to God, to truth, and to our 

. founders and leaders r of the past to preserve 

. these things inviolate for ourselves and our 
� posterity. 

Some parts of our Manual have never been 
chang�d. We believe they never should be. 

· Our doctrinal statements with a clear emphasis 
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on entire sanctification as a second work of 
grace need no amendment. - Our general and 
special rules concisely and clearly set forth the: 
standards of conduct for our people.· They ·need 
no additions or subtractions.· Our represent�­
tive form of government, comb1ning some fea� 
tures of episcopacy and some of congregation­
.alism, is as near the ideal as we can hope ·to 
make it and it is working well throughout our 
b.eloved Zion. Constitutional rights of local 
churches have ·been established and must be 
preserved. Equal ministerial and lay represen­
tation in the General Assembly, the law­
making body of the church, is right in principle 
and should never be compromised. 

Within these broad outlines· our adminis­
trative policies have developed. Changes have 
been made by each General Assembly. Time 
and· experience have revealed some weakness. 
that has necessitated amendments. Points of 
strength have been confirmed. We are still a 
comparatively new denomination. We . are 
growing and learning. This 1948 edition of the 
Manual is the product of our best thought and· 
experience to date. Future General. Assem­
blies will make their contribution to its. de­
velopment. We will welcome any improv�­
ment in those parts that are admittedly subject 
to change. • 

As a Board of General Superintendents we 
. gladly dedicate our leadership to the honest 
interpretation of the doctrines and standards 
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herein contained, and the faithful preaching of 
the same. We are united in the desire to ·con­

·- form to its principles of government and judi­
cial ad1ninistratipn. We urge our preachers to 
familiarize themselves and their people with 

· the essential elements of doctrine, practice, and 
government. We believe that in their knowl­
edge and obedience we will promote the unity, 
the purity, and the victory of the Church of 
the Nazarene.

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HISTORICAL STATEMENT 

I� Near the close of the nineteenth century, 
a movement for the spread and conservation of 
scriptural holiness in organized church form 
developed almost simultaneously in various 

.. parts of the United States. This movement.was 
similar t9 that of the previous century histori­
cally known as the. Wesleyan·· revival There 
was manifested everywhere a spontaneous 
drawing in the unity of the Spirit towards 
closer· affiliation of those of like precious faith 
which finally culminated in the organization of 
the Pentecostal Church of the Nazarene: 

The great impulse of this movement has been 
the emphasis placed by the Scriptures upon the 

. · fact that, in the _atonement, Jesus Christ has 
. made provision, not only' to save men from 

· their sins, but also to perfect them in love. . . . . 

II. On May 12, 1886, a number of the breth­
. ren in Providence, Rhode Island� interested in 
promoting the Wesleyan doctrine and experi­

. ·._ ence of entire sanctification, organized and held 
:: · weekly religious· services, first in private 
:·: homes, but after a few months in a rented store 
:
. · on Oxford Street. On January 16, 1887, a Sun­
'.- _day school was organized with ninety-five 
�:.·:-.·members. On Jµly 21, 1887, the People's Evan-
�: gelical Church was organized with . fifty-one 
· members, Rev. F. A. Hillery acting as pastor. 

;_·· :On November 25, 1888, the Mission .Chti.rch, 
,. Lynn, :rvtassachusetts, was organized with Rev. 
� .: . �·-· 
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· · C. Howard Davis as pastor. On March 13 .and 
14, 1890, representatives from these churches 
and ·other evangelical holiness organizations in 
southern New England assembled at Rock, 
Massachusetts, and organ_ized the Central 
Evangelical Holiness Association. Rev. W. C. 
Ryder, pa5tor of the Independent Congrega­
tional Church of that place, was elected presi­
dent. Within the following year the Mission 
Church, Malden, Massachusetts, the Emman­
uel Mission Church, North Attleboro, Massa­
chusetts, and the 1,3ethany Mission Church,, 
'Keen, ·New Hampshire, were organized. 

' . 

In January, 1894, William Howard Hoople, 
a businessman in New York City, founded a 
mission in Brooklyn, which, in the following 
May, Was organized as an independent church, 
with a membership of thirty-two, and called 
"Utica Avenue Pentecostal Tabernacle:'' A 

'church edifice was afterward erected, and Mr. 
Hoople was called to the pastorate. The fol­
lowing February the Bedford Avenue· Pente­
costal Church was organized, in an abandoned 
church building; and a little later, the Em­
manuel Pentecostal Tabernacle. In. December, 
1895, delegates from these three churches 
formed the "Association of P e n t  e c o s t a I 
Churches of America," adoP-�ing a constitution, 
a summary of doctrines, and bylaws. This as- ,. 
sociation was .. duly incorporated. Associated 
with Rev.- Willia·m Howard Hoople in this work 
were Rev. H. B. -Hosley, Rev. John Norberry, 
Rev. Charles BeVier, and Rev. H. F. Reynolds. 
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On November 12, 1896, a joint committee -
from these two associations met in the city of 
Brooklyn, New York, to formulate some plan 
of union. For the benefit of the counsel and --

co-operation, several brethren prominent in 
the work were invited to act with the joint 
committee. Among this number were Rev. C. 
Howard Davis, Rev. G. W. Wilson, Rev. John 
Norberry, Rev. H. F. Reynolds, Rev. H. B. 
Hosley, and Rev. Charles H. BeVier. This 
meeting .resulted in the union of the two bodies. 
It ·was agreed that the work should be con­
tinued under the name of the Association of 
Pentecostal Churches of America. 

l_II. In October, 1�95, a number of persons, 
under the leadership of Rev. Phineas F. Bresee, 
D.D., and Rev. J. P. Widney,"LL.D., formed the 
First Church of the Nazarene, at Los Angeles, 
California, with one hundred and thirty-five 
c�arter members. They adopted statements of 
belief, and agreed to such general rules as 
seemed proper and needful for their immediate 
guidance, leaving to the future the making of 
such provisions as the work and its conditions 

· might necessitate. As a result of this organiza­
tion, a number of churches sprang into exist­

. ence, reaching as far east as Chicago. 
. . 

· IV. As these two -bodies came to know more 
of e�ch other, it was felt that they should unite; 

· and, . after consultation by delegates from one 
body to the other, the following basis of union 
was prepared and unanimously adopted by 
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both bodies. The first union assembly was 
held in Chicago, in October, 1907. 

BASIS OF UNION -

It is agreed that the two churches are one in the 
doctrines considered essential to salvation, especially 
the doctrines of justification by faith and .entire s�cti­
fication subsequent to justification, also by faith, and, 
as a result� the precious experience of entire sanctifi­
cation as a normal condition of the churches. Both 
churches recognize that the right of church member­
ship rests ti·pon experience; and that persons who have 
been b�rn of the Spirit are entitled to its privileges. 

We are agreed on the necessity of a superintendency, 
which shall foster and care for churches already estab- · 

lished, and whose duty it shall be to organize and en-
. courage the organizing of churches everywhere. 

We are agreed that authority given to superintend-
- ents shall not interfere with the independent action of 
a fully organized church, each church enjoying the 
right of selecting its own pastor, subject to such ap­
proval as the General Assembly shall find wise to in­
stitute; the election of delegates to the various as­
semblies; the management of their own :finances; and . 
of all other things pertaining to their· local life and 
work. 

· 
· 

· 

It is agreed that any church of the Association of 
Pentecostal Churches of America going into this organ- ,· 
ization which may feel it imperative with them to con­
tinue to hold their property in like manner as at 
present; shall be· at liberty to do so. � 

It was agreed that the name of the united 
body should be "The PenteQOstal Church of 
the Nazarene." 

V. In 1894, the first organization of the 
New Testament Church of Christ was effected 
by Rev. R. L. Harris, at Milan, Tennessee, with 
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fourteen members. This church was deemed 
necessary to conserve the work of holiness, aad 
soon spread throughout western Texas and 
Arkansas. Prominent among the leaders was 
Mrs. Mary Lee Harris (now Mrs. Cagle)., the 
wife of Rev. R. L. Harris, who took up the 
work after the death of her husband. 

In 1888, the first holiness churches were or-­
ganized in Texas, by Rev. Thomas Rogers and 

.Rev. Dennis Rogers? who came from California. 
In 1901, · the first Independent Holiness 

Church was organized, by Rev. C. B. Jernigan, 
at Van Alstyne, Texas, and the denomination 
grew and prospered until, in 1903, there were 
twenty church organiz�tions, 

The legal representatives of the Independent 
Holiness Church and the New Testament' 
Church of Christ met at Rising Star, Texas, in 

. November, 1904, where a joint committee 
framed a Manual and statement of doctrine 
and basis of union. The union was fully con­
summated at Pilot Point, Texas, in November, 
1905, and the united body adopted the llame 
Holiness Church of Christ. 

VI. At the General Assembly of the Pente­
costal Church ·of the Nazarene, at Chicago, in 

. . 1907, in response. to an invitation, several per­
sons were present from the Holiness Church of 
Christ. Some of these were appointed to at­

: ·tend, but were not authorized to take any ac­
, tion with reference to organic union. The As­

sembly invited them into counsel, and ·provi-
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sional arrangements were made for incorpor­
ating this church into the general body, upon 
proper action on their part. Upon the · invi­
tation of the Holiness Church· of Christ, �he 
Second General Assembly· .convened .at Pilot 
Point, .Texas, at two o'clock, Thursday after­
noon, October 8, 1908. On the follow!ng Tues­
day morning, R .. B. Mitchum moved: "That the 
union of the two: churches be now consummat­
ed,'' and the motion was sec·onded by Rev. C.W. 
Ruth. Revs. John N .. Short, J. B. Creighton, 
C. B. Jernigan, H. B. Hosley, P. F. Bresee, and 
others spoke favorably to the motion. The 
motion was adopted by a unanimous rising 
vote, amid great enthusiasm, ·at 10 : 40 a.m., 
Tuesday, October 13, 1908 . . 

VII. In the year 1898, Rev. J. 0. McClurkan 
and a few of God's children called a meeting of 
the holiness people of Tennessee and adjacent -
states to be held in Nashville .. At this con­
vention an association was formed known as 
the Pentecostal Alliance, · which name was · 

afterward changed to the Pentecostal Miss�<;>n� , 
· 

From the beginning these people were evange­
listic in spirit, having a burning desire, to dis .. 
seminate the doctrine and experience of sancti-, 
fl.cation; hence there came tQgether in different 
sections of the Southland groups of holiness 
people, known· as bands of the Pentecostal 
Mission. They· were decidedly missionary in 
spirit, and soon were sending their representa­
tives to '�the regions beyond." Throughout 
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their career they have been characterized by 
this missionary zeal 

At different times the question of the union 
of the Pentecostal-Mission with the Pentecostal 
Church of the Nazarene had been discussed, · 

and on February 13, 1915, this union was ef­
fected at. Nashville, Tennessee, thus uniting 
both the home and. the foreign work of the 
Pentecostal Mission and. the P e n t e c o s t  a I 
Church of the Nazarene. 

· VIII. In November, 1901, the first stage in 
the present holiness church movement in the 
British Isles began, when Rev. George Sharpe, 
who had been for thirteen and one-half years 
a preacher in the Methodist Episcopal Church, 
accepted a call to the Congregational Church 
at Ardrossan, . Scotland. In September, 1905·, 
he was accepted as the minister of Parkhead 
Congregational Church, Glasgow, where, after 
, a strenuous, successful, and glorious ministry 
of thirteen months, he was evicted for preach 
ing· Bible holiness.· 

· 

On · September 30, 1906, the first services oi 
the first distinctively holiness church were held 
in the Great Eastern Roads Hall,.Glasgow. The 

.. charter members numbered eighty. Other 
. . churches were organized and became the Pen­

tecostal Church of Scotland. Visits of Dr. E. F. 
Walker and Dr. H. F. Reynolds to Scotland, 
:and a visit of Rev. George Sharpe and· Mrs. 
Sharpe to the Fourth General ... .\ssembly, at 
Kansas City, Missouri, led the way- to union · 
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with the Church of the Nazarene, which wa� 
consummated in November, 1915. 

· 

IX. The General Assembly of 1919, in re7 
sponse to memorials from thirty-five district 
assemblies, changed the name of the organiza-· 
tion to ··"Church of the Nazarene.'' 

X. For many years a holiness movement .. 
had been developing in Mfunesota, the Dako- · 

tas, and Montana. It was orj.ginated by a group 
of Methodist laymen, and formally organ-· 
ized at Jamestown, North Dakota, in 1917, a� 
the Laymen's Holiness Association. Rev. J. G. 
Morrison was immediately elected Field Evan­
gelist and, in 1919, President of the organiza­
tion. With him were associated Rev. Ira E. 
Hammer, Rev. S. C. Taylor, Rev. W. G. Ben­
nett, and over twenty other evangelists and. 
workers engaged in a widespread program of 
holiness evangelism and camp-meeting pro- · 
motion. In 1922 more than one . thousand peo­
ple who were identified with the Laynien's 
Holiness Association, under the leadership of 

. these ministers, united with the Church of the 
Nazarene.

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CONSTITUTION 
of the 

CHURCH OF THE NAZARENE 

Preamble 

In order that we may preserve our God­
given heritage, the faith once delivered to the 
saints, especially the doctrine and experience· 
of sanctification as a second work of grace, and 
also that we ·may co-operate effectually with 
other branches of the Church of Jesus Christ 
in advancing God's kingdom among men, we, 
the ministers and lay members of the Church 
of the Nazarene, in accordance with the prin­
ciples of constitutional legislation established 
among us, do hereby ordain, adopt, and set 
forth as the fundamental law or constitution 
of the Church of the Nazare.ne the Articles of 

;�· . ·Faith, the General Rules, and the Articles of 
Organization and Government here following, 
to wit: 

PART ONE. ARTICLES OF FAITH 

I. The Triune God 

. . l, We believe in one eternally existent, in­
:·. · ... finite God, Sovereign of the universe. That He 

: · only is God, creative and administrative, holy 
in nature, attributes, and purpose. That He, as 

: -God, is Triune in essential being, revealed as 
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 

25 
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II. J esiis Christ 
2. We believe in Jesus Christ, the Second 

Person of the Triune Godhead; that He was 
eternally one with the Father; . that H.e became 
incarnate by the Holy Spirit and was born of 
the Virgin Mary, so that two whole and perfect 
natures, that is to say the Godhead and man­

hood, are thus united in one person very God 
and very man, the God-man. 

We believe that Jesus Christ died for our 
sins, and that He truly arose from the dead and 
took again His body, together with all things 
appertaining to the perfection of man's nature, 
wherewith He ascended into heaven and is 
there engaged in intercession for us. 

III. The Holy Spirit 
3. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Third 

Person of the Triune Godhead, that He is ever 
present and efficiently active in and with the 
Church of Christ, convincing the world of sin, 
regenerating those who repent and believe, 
sanctifying believers, and guiding into all truth 
as it is in Jesus. 

· 

IV. The· Holy Scriptures · 

4. We believe in the plenary inspiration of 
the Holy Scriptures, by which we understand 
the sixty-six books of the Old and New Testa­
ments given by divine inspiration, inerrantly 
revealing the will of God. concerning us in all 
things necessary to our salvation; so that what­
ever is not contained therein is not to be en­
joined as an article of faith. 
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V. Original Sin, or Depravity 
5. We believe that original sin, or deprav­

ity, is that corruption of the nature of all the 
offspring of Ad,am by reason of which every 
one is very far gone from original righteous .. 
ness or the pure state of our first parents at the 
time of their creation, is averse to God, is with­
out spiritual life, and is inclined to evil, and 
that continually; and that it continues to exist 
with the new life of the regenerate, until eradi ... 
cated by the baptism with the Holy Spirit, 

VI. Atonement 
6. We believe that Jesus Christ, by His suf .. 

ferings, by the shedding of His own blood, and 
by His meritorious death on the cross, made a 
full atonement for all h�man sin, and that this 
atonement is the only ground of salvation, and 
that it. is sufficient for every individual 0£ 
Adam's race. The atonement is graciously ef-

� 

. .: ficacious to the salvation of the irresponsible 
and to the children in innocency, but is effica· 
cious to the salvation of those who reach the 
age of responsibility only when they repent and 
believe. 

VII, Free Agency 
7. We believe that man's creation in God­

r: .

· 

. likeness included ability to choose between 
right and wrong, and that thus he was made 

·morally responsible; that through the fall of 
. Adam he became depraved so that he cannot 
now turn and prepare himself by .his own nat­
ural strength and works to faith and calling 
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upon God; but the grace of-God through Jesus 
Christ is freely bestowed upon all men, ena- · 

bling all who will to turn from sin to righteous­
ness, believe on Jesus Christ for pardon anQ 
cleansing from sin, and follow good works 
pleasing and acceptable in His sight. 

We believe that man, though in the posses­
sion of the experience of regeneration and en ... 
tire sanctification, may fall from grace and 
apostatize, and unless he repent of his sin, be 
hopelessly and eternally lost. [Amendment, 
1935]. 

VIII. Repentance 
8. We believe that repentance, which is a 

sincere and thorough change of the mind. in re­
gard to sin, involving a sense of personal guilt 
and a voluntary turning away from sin, is de­
manded of all who have by act or purpose be­
come sinners against God. The Spirit of God 
gives to all who will repent the gracious help _of 
penitence of heart and hope of mercy, that they · 

may believe unto pardon and spiritual life. 

IX. Justification, Regeneration, and Adoption 
9. We believe that justification is that 

gracious and judicial act of God, by which He 
grants full pardon of all guilt and complete re­
lease from the penalty of Mns committed, and 
acceptance as righteous, to all who believingly 
receive Jesus Christ as Lord and Saviour. 

·10. We believe that regeneration, or the new 
birth, is that gracious work of God whereby 
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the moral nature of the repentant believer is 
spiritually quickened and given a distinctively 
spiritual life, capable of faith, love, and obedi­
.ence. . .... 

11. We believe that adoption is that gracious 
act ·of God by which the justified and regener­
ated believer is constituted a son of God. 

-. 12. Justification, regeneration, and adoption 
are simultaneous in the experience of seekers 
after God and are obtained upon the condition 
of faith, preceded by repentance; and to this 

· work and state of grace the Holy Spirit bea�s 
witness. 

X. Entire Sanctification 

13. We believe that entire sanctification is 
· that act of God, subsequent to regeneration, by 
whic� believers are made free from original 
sin, or depravity, and brought into a state of 
entire devotement to God, and the holy obedi­
ence of love made perfect. 

It is wrought by the baptism with the Holy 
Spirit, and comprehends in one experience the 
cleansing of the heart from sin and the abiding 
:indwelling presence of the Holy Spirit, em­

. powering the believer for life and service. 
Entire· sanctification is .provided by the blood 

· : of Jesus, is w:rought instantaneously by faith, 
preceded by· entire consecration; and to this 
work and. state of grace the Holy Spirit bears 
witness. 
· This experience is also known by various 

terms representing its different phases, such 
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as "Christian Per£ection, '' "Perfect Love," 
"Heart Purity," "The Baptism with the Holy 
Spirit,'' "The Fullness of the Blessing,'' and 
''Christian. Holiness." 

XI. - Second Coming of Christ 
14. We believe that the Lord Jesus Christ 

will come again; that we who are alive at His 
coming shall not precede them that are asleep 
in ·Christ Jesus; but that, if we are abiding in 
Him, we shall be caught up with the risen 
saints to meet the Lord in the air, so that we 
shall ever be with the Lord. 

XII. Resurrection, Judgment,, and Destiny 
15. We believe in the resurrection of the 

dead, that the bodies both of the just and of 
the unjust shall be raised · to life and united 
with their spirits-"they that have done good, 
unto the resurrection. of life; and they that have 
done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.'' 

16. We believe in future juel.gment in which 
every man shall appear before God · to be 
judged according to his deeds in this life. 

' 

· 17. We believe that glorious and everlasting 
life is assured to all who savingly believe in, 
and obediently follow, Jesus Christ our Lord; 
and that the finally impenitent shall suffer 
eternally in hell. • 

XIII. Baptism 
18. We believe that Christian baptism is a 

sacrament signifying acceptance of the bene­
fits ,of. the atonement of Jesus Christ, to be ad-
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.ministered to believers, as declarative of their 
faith in Jesus Christ as their Saviour, and full 
purpose of obedience in holiness and right­
eousness. 

Baptism being the symbol of the New Testa­
ment, young children may be baptized, upon 
request of parents or guardians who shall give 
assurance for , them of necessary Christian 
training. 
. Baptism may be administered by sprinkling, 

··pouring, or immersion, according to the choice 
··of the applicant. 

XIV. The Lord's Supper 

19. We believe that the Memorial and Com­
munion Supper inst�tuted by our Lord and 
Saviour Jesus Christ is essentially a New 
Testament sacrament, declarative of His sacri­
ficial. death, through the merits of which be­
lievers have life and salvation and promise of 
all spiritual blessings in Christ. It is distinc­
tively for those who are prepared for reverent 
appreciation of its significance, and by it they 
show forth the Lord's· death till He come again. 
Being the Communion feast, only those wl10 
have faith in Christ and love for the saint.5 
should be called to participate therein. 

XV . . Divine Healing 

20. We believe in the Bible doctrine of d·i­
vine healing and urge our people to seek to 

· offer the prayer of faith for the healing of the 
sick. Providential means and agencies when 
deemed necessary should not be refused. 
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PART TWO. THE CHURCH 

I. The General Church

. 21. The Church of God is composed of �II 
spiritually regenerate persons, whose names 
are written in heaven. 

II. The Churches Severally 

22. The churches severally are to be com­
posed of such regenerate persons as by provi­
dential permission, and by the leadings of the 
Holy Spirit, become associated together for 
holy fellowship and ministries. 

III. The Church of the Nazarene 

23. The Church of the N azar.ene is com­
posed of those persons who have voluntarily 
associated themselves together accGrding to 
the. doctrines and polity of said church, and 
who seek holy Christian fellowship, the con­
version of sinners, the entire. sanctification of 
believers, their upbuilding in holiness, and the 
simplicity and spiritual power manifest in the 
primitive New Testament Church, together 
with the preaching of the gospel to every 
creature. 

IV.. Agreed Statement of Belief 
--

24. Recognizing that the right and privi-
lege of persons to church membership rest up­
on the fact of their being regenerate, we would 
require only such avowals of belief as are es­
sential to Christian experience. We, therefore, 
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deem belief in the following brief statements 
to be sufficient: 

§ 1. In one God-the Father, Son, and Holy 
Spirit. .. ... 

§ 2. In the plenary inspiration of the Old 
and New .Testament Scriptures, and that they 
contain all truth necessary to faith and Chris­
tian living. 

§ 3. That man is born with a fallen nature, 
and is, therefore, inclined to evil, and that 

· continually. . 
·§ 4. That the finally impenitent are hope-'· 

lessly and eternally lost. · 
§ 5 . . That the atonem.ent through Jesus 

Christ is for the whole human race; and that 
whosoever repents and believes on the Lord 
Jesus Christ is justified and regenerated and 
saved from the dominion of sin. 

· § 6. That believers are to be sanctified 
wholly, subsequent to regeneration, through 
faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. 

§ 7. That the Holy Spirit bears witness to 
· the new birth, and also to the entire sanctifica­

tion of believers. 
§ 8. In the return of our Lord, in the resur­

rection of the dead, and in the final judgment.

_ 25. To be identified with the visible Church 
� -is the blessed privilege and sacred duty of all 
: .. . who are saved from their sins, and are seeking · 
r_ completeness in Christ Jesus. It is required of 
� all who desire to unite with the Church of the 
f Nazarene, and thus to walk in fellowship with . 
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us, that they shall show evidence of salvation 
from their sins by a godly walk and vital piety; 
that they shall be, or earnestly · desire· to be, 
cleansed from all indwelling sin; and that they 
shall evidence this-

· -

§ 1. FIRST. By avoiding evil of every kind, 
including: 

(1) Taking the name o� God in vain. 
(2) Profaning of the Lord's Day, either by 

unnecessary labor, or business, or by the patro­
nizing or reading of secular papers, or by holi­
day diversions. 

(3) Using of intoxicating liquors as a_ bev­
erage, or trafficking therein; giving influ-ence 
to, or voting for, the licensing of places for the 
sale of the same; using .of tobacco in any of its 
forms, or trafficking therein. -

(4) Quarreling, returning evil for ev:il, gos­
siping, slandering, spreading surmises injur­
ious to the good names of others. 

(5) Dishonesty, taking advantage in buy­
ing and selling, bearing false witness,· and like 
works of darkness. 

-

(6) The indulging of pride in dress or be­
havior. Our people are to dress with the Chris­
tian simplicity and modesty that become holi­
ness. "In like manner also, that women adorn 
themselves in modest apparel, �ith shame­
facedness. and sobriety; not with braided hair, 
or gold, or p·earls, or costly array; but (which 
becometh women professing godliness) with 
good works" (I Timothy 2 :  9, 10) . "Whose 
adorning let it not be that outward adorning 
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of plaiting the hair, and of wearing of gold, or 
of putting on of apparel; but let it be the hid­
den man of the heart, in that which is not cor­
ruptible, even the ,.ornament of a meek and 
quiet spirit, which is in the sight of God of 
great price" (I Peter 3: 3, 4) . 

(7) Songs, literature, and entertainments 
not to the glory of God; the theater, the ball 
room, the circus, and like places; also, lotteries 
and games of chance; looseness arid impro-
, priety of conduct; membership in or fellowship 
with oathbound secret orders or fraternities. 
"Know ye not that the friendship of the world 
is enmity with God? Whosoever therefore will 
be a friend of the world is the enemy of God" 
(James 4: 4) . "Be ye not unequally yoked to­
gether with unbelievers: fo:r what fellowship 
hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and 

. what communion hath light with darkness? 
. . . . Wherefore come out from among them, 
and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch 
not the unclean thing; and I will receive you" 
(II Corinthians 6: 14-17) . 

§ 2. SECOND. By doing that which is enjoined 
· in the Word of God, which is both our rule of 
faith and practice, including: 

. . (1) Being courteous to all men . 

. (2) Contributing to the support of the min­
istry and the church and its work, according to 
the ability which God giveth. 

·(3) Being helpful to those who are of the 
household of faith, ih love forbearing one an­
other. 
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( 4) Loving God with all the heart, soul, 
mind, and strength. 

- (5) Attending faithfully all the ordinances 
of God, and the means of grace, including the 
public worship of God, the-· ministry of. the 
Word, the sacrament of the Lord's Supper; 
searching the Scriptures and meditating there­
in; family and private devotions. 

(6) Seeking to do good· to the bodies and 
souls of men; feeding the hungry, clothing the 
nak:ed, visiting the sick and imprisoned, and 
ministering to. the needy, as opportunity _and 
ability are given. 

(7) Pressing upon the attention of the .u n­
saved the claims of the gospel, inviting them 
to the house of the Lord, and trying to co�­
pass their salvation. 

§ 3. THIRD. By abiding in hearty fellowship 
with the church, not inveighing against its doc­
trines and usages, but being in full sympathy 
and conformity therewith. 

, PART THREE. ARTICLES OF ORGANIZATION 
AND GOVERNMENT 

ARTICLE I. FORM OF GOVERNMENT 
26. The Church of tl1e Nazarene has, a 

representative form of governme11t. 
§ 1. We are agreed on the necessity of a 

superintendency, which s�ll foster and care 
for churches already established, and whose 
duty it shall be to organize and encourage the # 

organizing of churches everywhere. 
§ 2. We are agreed that authority given to ·! 

superintendents shall not interfere with the in-
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dependent action of a fully organized chu:rch, 
each church enjoying the right of selecting , its 
own pastor, subject to such approval as the 
General Assembly shall find wise to institute; .... 
the election of delegates to the various assem-
blies; the management of its own finances; and 
'i\11 o1rher things pertaining to its local life and 
work. 

· 27. It is agreed that any church of the As­
sociation of Pentecostal Churches of America 

· going into this organization which may feel it · 
imperative with it to continue to hold its prop­
erty in like manner as at present, shall be at 
liberty to do so. 

ARTICLE II. LOCAL CHURCHES 
28. The membership of a . local church shall 

consist of all who have been organized as a 
ch.urch by those authorized so to do and who 
have been publicly received by those having 
proper authority, after having declared their 
experience of salvation, their belief in our doc­
trines, and their willingness to submit to our 
government. 

. ARTICLE III. DISTRICT ASSEMBLIES 
29.. The General Assembly shall organize 

. the membership of the church into District As­
semblies, giving such lay and ministerial rep­
resentation · therein · as the General Assembly 
may deem fair and just, and shall determine 
qualifications of such representatives; provided, 
however, .that all elders in good standing shall 
be members thereof. The General Assembly

shall also fix the boundaries of Assembly Dis­
�ricts, and define the powers and duties : of 
District Assemblies.

ARTICLE IV. THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY· . 
30. § 1. How Composed. The General· As­

sembly shall be composed of ministerial and 
lay delegates in equal numbers, elected there� 
to by District Assemblies .of the Church of the 
Nazarene; such ex officio members as the 
�eneral Assembly shall from time to time 
direct; and such representatives of the missiqn­
ary districts of the Church of the Nazarene as 
may ·b e provided for by the General Assembly. 

§ 2. Election of Delegates. Every District 
Assembly shall elect by ballot, at its session 
immediately preceding the meeting of the Gen­
eral Assembly, an equal number of ministerial 
and lay delegates to the General Assembly; 
provided that the ministerial delegates shall 
be elders of the Church of the Nazarene. Each 
Assembly District shall be entitled to at least 
one ministerial and one lay delegate, and such 
additional delegates as its membership may 
warrant on the basis o� representation fixed by 
the General Assembly. Each Assembly Dis­
trict shall elect alternate delegates not exceecl­
ing the number of its delegates. 

§ 3. Credentials. The Secretary of each Dis-
. trict Assembly shall furnish certificates of 
election to the delegates and alternates sever­
ally elected to the General Assembly, and shall 
also send certificates of such elections to the 
General Church Secretary of the Church of 
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the Nazarene immediately followir1g the ad­
journment of the District Assembly. 

§ 4. Quorum. When the General Assembly 
is in session a majority of the whole number 
of delegates elected thereto shall constitute a 
quorum for the transaction of business. If a 

; . quorum has once been had, a less number may 
·· approve ·the minutes then remaining unap­
·. proved, ,and adjourn. 
· § 5. General Superintendents. The General 
.. Assembly shall elect by ballot from among the

l __ _ [': . * Amendment making change from "'majority" to 
;:< ''two-thirds" ·was adopted by the Twelfth General 
r· Assembly. The amendment will become effective when 
fratified by two-thirds of the district assemblies . 
... 
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and all other matters pertaining to the orde�ly 
conduct of its· business. It shall be the judge :of · 
the election and qualifications of its own mem­
bers . 

. § 8. General Court of Appeals. The General 
Assembly shall, from among the members of 
the ·Church of the Nazarene, elect ,a General 
Court of Appeals, and shall define its jurisdic� · 
tion and powers. 

§ 9. Powers and Restrictions. 
(1) The General Assembly shall have power 

to legislate for the Church of the Nazarene, 
an9, to make rules and regulations for all the 
departments related to or associated with. it in 
any respect, but not in conflict with this Con­
stitution. 

(2) No local church shall be deprived of 
the right to call its pastor, subject to such ap­
proval as the General Assembly shall find wise 
to institute. 

(3) All local churches, officers, ministers·,. 
and laymen shall always have the right to a 
fair and orderly trial and the right to take an 
appeal. 

PART FOUR. AMENDMENTS . 
31. The provisions of this Constitution may 

be repealed or amended when concurred in by . 
a two-thirds vote of all -the members of the 
Gener.al Assembly, and when concurred in by 
not less than two-thirds of all the District As­
semblies of the Church of the Nazarene. Either 
the General Assembly or any District Assem­
bly may take the initiative in the matter of pro-
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posing such alterations or amendments. As 
soon as such alterations or amendments shall 
have been adopted as herein provided, the re­
sult of the vote shall be announced by the

. �oard of General Superintendents, whereupon 
such alterations or amendments shall have full 
force and effect. 
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• 
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I. Support of the Church 

"Even · so the Lord ordained that they which preach 
the gospel should live ·bf the gospel" (I Cor. 9; 14) . 

32. There can be no doubt (1) that the 
church is obligated to support its ministers, 
who have been called of God, and who, under 
the direction of the church, have given them­
selves wholly to the work of the ministry; nor 
(2) that all the members of the church have 
voluntarily committed themselves to this task 
of supporting the ministry. We urge, therefore, 
that money be gathered weekly for this holy 
business, and that, wherever possible and prac- · 

ticable, the pastor's salary be paid regularly 
every week. [84.] . 

33·. We believe that the scriptural method of 
gathering money for the support of , the church 
is by means of tithes and offerings. · We urge 
that our people adopt tithing as the scriptural 
a11d satisfactory plan, that each member may 
do his minimum sh�re in the support of the 
whole church, local, . district, and general. And 
on the basis of the divine promises to liberal 
·givers, we exhort our people to make freewill 
offerings, in addition to tithes, as generous as 
circumstances will permit. [579] 

. 34. In di�burs1ng to meet tl1.e requirements 
of the local, district, and general programs of 
the Church of the Nazarene, local churches are 
urged . to adopt and practice the budget plan,

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and wherever possible the general and district 
apportionments be paid monthly. [72, 123, '165� 
169] 

II. Temperance �nd Proh
'
ibition 

35. The Holy Scrj.ptures and human experi- · · 
ence alike condemn the use of intoxicating 
drinks as a beverage. The manufacture and 
sale of intoxicating liquors for such purpose is 
a sin against God and the human race. Total 
abstinence from all intoxicants is the Christian 
rule for the individual, and total prohibition of 
the traffic in intoxicants is the duty of civil 
governtnent. [574] 

36. Only unfermented wine and unleavened · 
bread should be used in the sacrament of the . 

· Lord's Supper. [69 § 10, 274, 280, 552] 

III.. Marriage and Divorce 

37. The institution of marriage was ordained 
of God in the time of man's innocency, and. is, 
according to apostolic authority, "honorable in. 
all"; it is the mutual union of one man and one 
woman for fellowship, helpfulness, and the 
propagation of the race. Our people should 
cherish this sacred estate as becomes Chris­
tians, and should enter it only after earnest 
prayer for divine direction, and when assured 
that the contemplated unio:g. is in accordance 
with scriptural requirements. They should 
seek earnestly the blessings which God has or­
dained in connection with the wedded state, 
namely, holy companionship, parenthood, and 
mutual love the elements of home building. 
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The marriage covenant is morally binding so 
long as both shall live, and, therefore, may ·not 
be dissolved at wilt 

38. We hold that persons who obtain divorce 
· under the civil law where the scriptural ground 

for divorce, namely, aclultery, does not exist, 
and subsequently remarry, are living in adul­
tery, and are unworthy of membership in the 
Church of the Nazarene·; and though there may 
exist such other causes and conditions as may 
·justify divorce under the civil law, yet only 
adultery will supply such ground as may justi­
fy the innocent party in remarrying. [ 43, 44, 
49] 

§ 1. The ministers of the Church of the 
Nazarene are positively forbidden to solemnize 
the· mar�iage of persons not . having the scrip­
tural right to marry. [269 § 5] 

IV. Church Officers 

39. We direct our local churches in selecting 
their church officers to elect only such as are 
clearly in the experience of entire sanctifica­
tion. [64] 

V. Growth in Grace 

40. There is a marked distinction between 
a perfect heart · and a perfect character. The 

·f orm.er · is · obtained in an instant, the result of 
entire sanctification, but the latter is the result 
of growth in grace. 

Our mission to the world is not alone the 
spreading of scriptural holiness as a doctrine, 
but it is also that \Ve be "an example of the be-
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· · lievers, in word, in conversation,. in charity, in 
spirit, in faith; in purity." Our people should 

· give careful heed to the development of holi­
ness in the fear of the Lord, ·and to the develop� 
ment of the Christian graces 'in the heart and 
of their manifestation in the daily life. [13] 

· 

VI. Stewardship 

41. Our people· should recognize God's own­
ership of all things and our trusteeship-:-that 
we are but stewards of our own lives and in 
the use of our time, means, and otl1er posses­
sions; and that we are under the sacred obliga­
tion of systematic and proportionate giving of 
our time and means for the support of Chris­
tian work, · and of holding an.d using all posses­
sions sacredly unto the . Lord. This bejng 
essential to the more abundant life, we should 
seek by all proper means to promote the 
practice of stewardship throughout the church. 
(107, 447]

Preamble 

All life must have law; all organization inust 
have gove1"nment. He who is Head over. all 
things unto the Church himself gave form and 
order unto His body of followers and repre­
sentatives. We seek as a church to conform to 
principles of government in accord with the 
Holy Scriptures and divine providences, that 
all things may be done scripturally, decently, , and in order. 

The government of the Church of th·e Naza­
rene is representative, and thus avoids the ex­
tremes of episcopacy on the one hand, and 
unlimited congregationalism on the . other. 



CHAPTER I 

THE LOCAL CHURCH 

I. Organizatioi:i of Local Churches 

·· 42. Local churches may be organized by the 
�- · District Superintendent, or by the General 
;; Superintendent having jurisdiction, or by an 
�=: · _elder authorized by either of them. [28, 194 § 1, 
l ....

II. Full Membership 

/ 43. . All persons . who have been organized

;, the pastor, the District Superintendent, or the 
�: General Superintendent, after having declared, . 
�-_their experience of salvation, and their belief 
r_ in the doctrines ef the Church 0£ the Nazar�ne, 
ff .and their willingness to submit to its govern-
�: ment, shall compose the full members�ip of the 
�- · local church; provided, however, that only 
�: · church members w1no have attained to their 
� . twelfth birthday shall be entitled to vote in 
i,, annual or special church meetings. · [28, 38, 44, 
.· 50 § �' 69 § 2, 194 § 1, 337] 
;:. :· .· 44. When, a� any time, there are persons · 

<-: who desire to unite with the church, having 
;: · been . favorably considered by the pastor after

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applicants forward, and explain to tl1em briefly 
the privileges of membership in the church and 
especially with reference to the General Rules

46. Any local church may, through its 
church .board [122 § 22], establish a system of 
probationary membership; but probationers 
must not be counted as church members. 

47. Probationers shall have all the privileges 
of church members, with the exception of vot­
ing and holding c�urch office. 

48. Probationers may be received into full 
membership or dropped at any time, at the dis­
cretion of the pastor and church membership 
committee. 
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· IV. Church Membership Committee 

49. The church board shall provide a church 
membership committee of not fewer than three 
persons, whose duty it shall be to act in the 

· capacity of an advisory committee with the 
pastor as chairman. [ 44, 122 § 23] . 

· § 1� This . committee shall seek out and 
recommend to the pastor such persons as may 
qualify for full membership in the Church of 
the Nazarene. [24, 25, 38] 

· § 2. No· person shall be received into full 
membership of the local church without the 
prior consultation of the pastor with the church 
membership committee regarding that person's 
reception. , 

V. Change of Membership 

50 § 1. The pastor, when requested by a 
·member, may grant a transfer of church mem· 
·bership [see form in 559 § 4] to any local 
church of the Church of the Nazarene that may 
be named, such transfer to be valid for three 
months only. When the reception of the trans­
fer is acknowledged by the receiving local 

· · ·church, such person's membership in the for­
mer local church shall cease. 

� § 2. The pastor, when requested by a mem­
·ber, may grant a certificate of commendatiqn 
[see form in 559 § 2] to any evangelical church 

that· may be named, such person's membership

.ing immediately. . 

§ ·a.. The .Pastor, when requested by a mem-
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her, may grant a lettoc of dismissal [see form 
in 559 § 3] , such person's membership ceasing 
immediately. [71] 

51. A member of a local church, on remov-·. 
ing his place of residence, is required to repQrt . 
to his pastor at least once in six months; and 
upon failure so to do, his name may be re­
moved from the church roll by the action of 
the church board. After such action of the 
church board the pastor .shall write opposite 
his name, "Removed without letter." [125] 

52. When a member of a local church shall 
absent himself from all religious services of the 
church for six successive months without a 
reason deemed justifiable by the church board, 
his name may be removed from the church ro.ll 
by action of the church board, after having 
been visited and faithfully dealt with, when 
possible, and after such action of the church 
board the pastor shall writ� opposite his name, 
"Removed by the church board.'' [126] 

53. When a licensed or an ordained minister 
has united with the church membership or. 
ministry of another denominati-0n, his member­
ship in the local church shall, because of that 
fact, immediately cease, and there shall be 
written opposite his name, ''Removed by unit­
ing with another denomina-gon." [276, 287] 

54. When a member of a local church has 
accepted license to preach or ordination from 
any other religious organization, his member­
ship in the local church shall, because of that 
fact, immediately cease, except in case such 
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person is tempo�arily commissioned by that re­
ligious · organization to do foreign missionary 

· work. 
55. When a member of a local church re--

moves to another locality, his pastor shall noti-
. fy the pastor of the local church nearest to the 
locality, giving the name and address, if known, 
of the member who has moved. [70] 

· 

VI. Church Meetings 

56. A meeting of the members of a local 
church for conference and for the transaction 
of, any business not otherwise provided for 
shall be known as a church meeting. [75, 83, 
86, 87, 88, 89, 91, 103, 108, 117, 121, 146] 

57. Only those persons who have been re­
ceived into full membe�ship and have attained 
to their twelfth birthday shall be entitled to 
vote in church meetings. [ 43] 

58. Any business, including elections, in har­
. .  mony with the spirit and order of the church, 
and n9t otherwise specially provided for, may 
be transacted at any church meeting. [174] 

59. In all cases where the civil law requires 
a specific course · of procedure in calling and 

. · .conducting church meetings, that course should 
be strictly followed. [110] 

60. The pastor, who shall be, ex officio, pres­
ident of the local church, or the District Super­
intendent, or the General Superintendent hav- . 
ing jurisdiction, or someone appointed by the 
District Superintendent or the General Super­
intendent, shall preside at annual or special 
church meetings. [73, 74, .199, 341] 
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61. An annual church meeting of church 
memb·ers shall be held for each local church 

- within sixty days prior to the meeting · of ·the 
District Assembly, public notice of the sam� 
always being given from the pulpit at least two 
Sundays preceding. [80, 86, 103, 111] 

62. The secretary of the church board shall 
be the secretary of all church meetings, and in · 

his absence a secretary pro tempore shall be 
elected. [128 § 4] 

63. Reports shall be given at the annual 
church meeting by the pastor [69 § 13] , the . 
superintendent of 'the Sunday school [142] , 
the president of the Nazarene Young People's 
Society [157] , the president of the local Wom­
an's Foreign Missionary . Society [163] , the 
deaconesses [92, 253, 258] , the local preachers 
[97],  the stewards [107], the trustees [113] , 
the local church school board [140] , the secre­
tary [128 § 2], and the treasurer [129 § 5] of 
the church board. 

64. At the annual . church meeting, there 
shall be an election, by ballot, of the stewards

§ 1. To preach the Word. (274, 280] 
§ 2. To receive persons into membership �n 

the local church according to 43 and 44. 
§ 3. To administer the sacraments in har-

mony with 274 and 280. · 

§ 4. To care for the people by pastoral visita­
tion, particularly of the sick and needy. [92, 
253] 

� 

§ 5. To comfort those who mourn. 
§ 6. To reprove, rebuke, and exhort, with all 

longsuffering and doctrine. 
§ 7. To seek, by all means, the conversion of 

sinners, the sanctification of the converted, and 
the upbuilding of God's people in their most 
holy faith. [23] 

§ 8. To have the care of all departments of 
local church work. 

· 

§ 9. To appoint the teachers of the Sunday 
school in harmony with 145. 

§ 10. To administer the sacrament of the 
Lord's Supper at least once a quarter. If he is 
a licensed minister but has failed to pass in the 
prescribed course of study - �  provided in 274 
[see also 552] , he shall arrange for such ad­
ministration by an elder. [36] 

§ 11. To read to the congre.gation the Con­
stitution of the Church of the Nazarene and 
the Special Rules contained in 1 to 43, both in-

From such decision · either the 
local church or the District Superintendent 
may appeal to the Board of General Superin­
tendents for a final decision . .

toral relations, after the pastor has served the 
church for at least one year, at a church meet� 
ing duly called for that purpose [66] at least

91. In case the District Superintendent and 
the church .board shall be of the opinion that 
the question of the continuance of pastoral re­
lations beyond the close of the first year . of a 
two-year . term or the close of the first year or 
the second year of a three-year term of such 
extended pastorate, should be submitted to the . 
local church, the District Superintendent and 
the church board together may order the ques-

. tion submitted to vote. at a special church meet­
ing [66] held at least nine

.
ty days prior to the 

date of convening the next District Assembly. 
The question shall be submitted in the follow­
ing form: "Shall the present pastoral relations 
be. continued beyond the end of the present 
church · year?" 

If the church, by a two-thirds vote, by ballot, 
of the church members of voting age present 

· cµid . voting, decides to continue the present 
pastoral relations, the office of the pastor shall 
continue as though such vote had not been 
taken.

If, however, the church fails to decide by 
such vote to continue the present pastoral re-
1ations, the term of office of the · pastor shall 
terminate with the close of the next District 

. Assembly. 
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XI. The Local Deaconess 

92. A worrian who is a church member of · 
the Church of the Nazarene and· believes that 
she is divinely led to engage in ministering to 
the sick and the needy' comforting the sorrow­
ing, and doing other works of Christian be­
nevolence, and who gives evidence in her life 
of ability, grace, and usefulness, may be li- · 
censed as a local deaconess for one year by the 
church board of the local church upon recom­
mendation of the pastor after proper examina­
tion by the church board as to her qualifica­
tions for that work.

She 
shall make a · report to the local church at the 
annual church meeting.

93. The church board shall issue to each lo­
cal deaconess a license signed by the pastor 
and the secretary of the church board: 

94. The local deaconess shall work under 
the direction of the pastor, at all times, and · 
should be accorded respect and careful pastoral 
guidance in this holy calling for her very 
work's sake. 

95. The license of the local deaconess may 
be renewed annually by the church board upon 
the recommendation of the pastor. The license

one year, may be recommended by the church 
board of the local church of which she is a

rene who feels called of God to do special work 
in preachin·g and conducting special meetings 
in the interest of salvation, when the call is 
evidenced by grace, gifts, and usefulness, after · 
proper examination as to his personal experi-.

may be licensed as a local preacher for one 
year by the church board of a local church hav­
ing an elder as pastor, upon the recommenda­
tion of the pastor; or by the church board of a.

pastor and approved by the District Superin­
tendent. He shall make a report to the local 
church at the annual church meeting.

and the secretary of the church board. 

99. The license of a local preacher may be 
renewed by the church board of a local church 
having an elder as· pastor, upon the recommen­
dation of the pas.tor, or by the church board of 
a �ocal · church not having an elder as pastor, 

· provided that this renewal of license is recom­
mended by the pastor and approved by the 
District Superintendent.

XIV. The Local Stewardship Committee 

107.. The stewards shall constitute the local 
stewardship committee, whose duty it shall be 
to promote the cause of Christian stewardship 
in the local church in co-operation with the 
pastor, the district stewardship committee, and

XIX. The Chui-ch School 

DEFINITION AND OBJECTIVE 
130. The church school is that department 

of the local church which promotes the Chris- · 
tian religious educational work of the local 
church,,, .namely, the Sunday school, the vaca­
tion }3ible school, · the weekday Bible school, 
· the Christian Service Training school, and such 
other schools and classes as may be classified 
under this heading, and shall be - under the 
general supervision of the church school board 
and the direct care ·of the pastor: 
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131. The objectiv� of the . church school is: 
§ 1. To teach the doctrines of Christianity: 

and the standards of Christian behavior as re­
vealed in the Bible, especially . as interpreted . 
by the "Articles of Faith" in the Manual of the · 
Church of the Naza;rene; 

§ 2. To lay the foundation and begin the 
development of Christian character in young 
children; 

§ 3. To seek the salvation of the unsaved 
and the entire sanctification of believers; 

.. 

§ 4. To foster a progressive and continuous . 
development of Christlike character, attitudes, 
and habits; 

§ 5. To lead to the discovery of the Chris­
tian philosophy of life, and the Biblical inter­
pretation of the universe; 

§ 6. To influence strongly in favor of church 
membership and to train for service in the 
same; 

§ 7. To reach the largest possible number of . 
people for Christ and the church. 

· 

This is to be accomplished through the de­
vout and diligent study and teaching of the 
Word of God-the Bible-and such other 
means as will contribute to this objective. 

XX. The Church School Board 
132. Every local church shall have a church 

school board composed of th� pastor, the Sun­
day-school superintendent, and from three to 
nine persons elected by the annual church 
meeting to serve until the close of the next 
church year and until their successors are 
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elected and qualified. The church school board 
shall have general supervision of the church 
school. [122 § 25] 

133. The church-school board shall have a 
chairman, a secretary, and such other officers 
as may be necessary. It shall hold regular 
monthly o� quarterly meetings for the trans­
action of any business pertaining to church 
school work.

§ 5. To nominate one or more persons for 
the office of Sunday-school superintendent in 
harmony with �143. 

§ 6. To nominate to the church board one or 
more pers.ons for superintendent of the vaca­
tion Bible school or the weekday ·Bible school, 
in case such schools are organized. (122 § 14] 
.. §·.7 .  �o elect a dean or. superintendent of 
the Chr�t�an. Service Training school or special 
school, when such school is organized. [149] 

§ 8. To elect other officers and teachers of 
the vacation Bible school, weekday Bible 
school, ·Christian Service Training school, or 
special school, when such schools are organ ... 
ized. [149] . 

§ 9. To disapprove the appointment of a 
teacher, or remove an officer, in harmony with 
146. 

136. In local churches of fifty members or 
less, the church board may function as the 
church school board. [122 § 25] 

XX�. The Sunday 'School 

137. The Sunday school shall be under the 
general supervision of the church school board, 
the care of the pastor, and the immediate lead­
ership of the Sunday-school superint�ndent. 
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138. Each Sunday school shall be organized 
and administered under bylaws adopted for it 
by the church school board; provided, that 
such bylaws shall .be in harmony with the 

, Manual of the Church of the Nazarene. [For 
�uggested bylaws see 558.] 

139. Each Sunday school shall have a cabi-­
net in which the administrative work of the 
school is vested. This cabinet shall be com­
posed of the general officers and the depart-
-.ment supervisors, if any, of the Sunday school. 
· In ·case it shall be deemed preferable by the 
local church, the members of the church school 
board and/or the Sunday-school teachers may 
be included in the membership of the Sunday 
school cabinet. [558] . 

In such situations the Sunday-school cabinet 
becomes both the administrative organization 
and a group for inspiration, study, and discus­
sion of Sunday-school problems. 

140. There shall be three classes of members 
in the Sunday school, namely, Active, Cradle 
Roll, and Home Department.

142. The superintendent of the Sunqay 
school shall be a member of the local church 
whose church school he serves, in the experi­
ence of entire sanctification, and in full sym­
pathy with the doctrine and polity of the 
Church of the Nazarene. He shall be a mem­
ber ex officio of the church school board, the 
church board, and the District Assembly. · He 
shall submit an annual report to the annual 
church meeting, and a quarterly report to the 
church board. 

143. The Sunday-school superintendent shall 
be elected by ballot by the annual church meet­
ing, from one or more nominations made by 
the church school board (the · Sunday-school 
superintendent not being present wheh the 
nominees are selected) with the approval of 
the pastor; provided., however, that the Sunday­
school superintendent may be re-elected by a

of Sunday-school superintendent shall be filled 
by the local church at a duly called church 
meeting. 

144. The other officers and teachers shall be 
professing Christians, exemplary in life, and in 
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J -full harmony with the doctrines and polity of

. ._ 146. The church school board shall have the 
.. ·right t9 disapprove the appointment of any 
: teacher; and, in the case of properly proved 
·. unsoundness of doctrine, imprudent conduct, 
•- or neglect of duty, to declare the office of any 
· . officer or teacher vacant by a two-thirds vote 
. ·of ·all members of the board, 

147. The church school year shall be the 
.'- same as . the church year as defined in 67 § 1. 

_ 148. At the close of the statistical year it 
- sl;lall be .the duty of the pastor to supervise 
- carefully the making of the annual statistical 
'. ·· report of the Sunday school and forward it to 

the district secretary. 

XXII. Other. Church- Schools 
· ·\; · 149. A vacation Bible school, a weekday 
- Bible school, a Christian · Service Training 
: •. school or special . classes or schools may be or­
::· . ganized when practicable in the local church. 
• These .schools or classes shall be under · the 

· _ _ general supervision of the church school board, 
. . the care of the pastor, and the immediate lead­
. ership of a superintendent or dean. 
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150. The superintendent of a vacation Bible 
school or a weekday Bible school shall be 
elected oy the church board upon the .nomina­
tion of the church school board. The dean of a 
Christian Service Training school or a special 
school shall be elected by the church school 
board.

151. The other officers and the teachers of a 
vacation Bible school, a weekday Bible school, 
a Christian Service Training school, or a special 
school shall be elected by the church school 
board upon the nomination of the superin­
tendent or dean of the school, with the ap­
proval of the pastor. 

XXIII. Junior Societies 

152. Junior Societies for children ·up to and 
including eleven years of age may be organized 
in each local church in accordance with the 
Junior Society constitution as provided by the 
Junior Society Commission. [122 § 16., 591] 

XXIV. The Local Nazarene Young People's Society 

153. Young people may be organized into a 
Nazarene Young People's Society, and auxil- · �  

iary societies, for the spiritual benefit of the 
young people, co-operation in seeking the sal­
vation of other young people, and the advance­
ment of the work of the church. 

154. The local organization of the young 
people shall be perfected in harmony with the 
constitution of the local Nazarene Young Peo-
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ple's Society as approved by the General As­
sembly. 

155. These societies shall be in full sub­
ordination to the Church of the Nazarene, and 
may inaugurate no movement contr·ary to the 
judgment of the local church, or without the 
consent of the pastor. [73] 

156. The times and places of the meetings 
of such societies shall be chosen under the ad­
vice of the pastor and the church board. [73] 

157. The president of the local society shall 
be nominated by a nominating committee, con­
sisting of not less than three nor more than 
seven active members of the Nazarene Young 
People's Society, including the pastor. This 
committee shall be appointed by the pastor and 
shall submit at least two names for the office of 
president. . The president shall be elected by · a 

· majority vote of the active members present 
and voting by ballot. His election shall be sub­
ject to the approval of the church board. He 
shall be a member of the local church whose 

. · society he serves, and a member, ex officio, of 
the church board, to which he shall make a 

. monthly report. He shall submit a report to 
- ·  the annual meeting of the local church. [63, 
" 120] 

158. Each local organization of the N aza-
� rene Young People's Society shall be repre- · 

-_ sented in the District Assembly by its presi-
� dent, of which District Assembly he shall be a 
: member. He shall report the condition of the 

. society to the District Assembly. [177] 
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159. In order to meet the needs of the local 
church to better advantage, the Nazarerte 
Young People's Society may be organized into 
departments in harmony with the Constitution 
for the local society as approved by the Gen� 
era! Assembly. [556 § l]

XXV. Missionary Societies 

160. In each local church there shall be one 
or more missionary societies, organized under 
the direction of the pastor, whose duty it shall 
be, by all means, to awaken and sustain interest 
in, and promote the support of, the sacred 
cause of missions-both home and foreign. 
[161, 162, 163, 164, 165, 557 §§ 1-4] 

The above paragraph shall be interpreted. to 
mean that in each local church there shall be 
either a woman's missionary society, or a men's 
missionary society, or a church missionary so­
ciety, or two or more of these organizations. 

XXVI. The Local Woman's Fore�gn Missionary 
Society 

161. Local organizations of the Woman's 
Foreign Missionary Society may be formed in 
harmony with the constitution of .such local 
societies approved by the Department of For- . 
eign Missions. [557 § 3] 

162. The local Woman's Foreign Misisonary 
• 

Society shall be a constituent part of the local 
church and subject to the supervision and di­. rection of the pastor and the church board. 
[557 § 1] 

163. The president of the local society shall

seven active members of the Woman's Foreign 
Missionary Society, including the pastor, who 
shall be a member, ex officio,, of the committee. 
Tl1is committee shall be appointed by the pas­
tor and shall submit at least two names for the 
office of president. The president shall be 
elected by a two-thirds vote of the active mem­
bers present an.d voting, which eleetion shall 
be subject to the approval of the church board. 
She shall be a member of the local church 
whose society she serves, a member, ex officio, 
of the church board, and a member of the 
District Assembly. She shall present a report 
to the annual meeting of the local church.

164. All funds raised by the local Woman's 
Foreign Missionary Society for the general in­
terests of the Church of the Nazarene, except

expense fund, shall be paid into the general 
budget and be sent directly to the General 
Treasurer of the Woman's Foreign Missionary 
s·ociety to be credited to the local church to 
which this .society is subsidiary until the gen-

. be paid l.n full for the year, after which all such

terests shall be raised· in the following man­
n·ers :

§ 4. From special offerings such as Easter 
and Thanksgiving. . 

166. No part of the above funds shall be 
used for local or district expense and charitable 
purposes. 

167. The relief and retirement fund, to be 
held in trust by the treasurer of the Woman's 
General Foreign Missionary Council to be 'Q.Sed 
for the relief of sick, needy, and retired foreign 
11issionaries, shall be raised: 

§ 1. By placing of names on the memorial 
roll by the payment of $25.00 for that special 
p�ose; 

§ 2. By annual payments by the members of 
ten cents each; 

§ 3. By freewill gifts or offerings designed 
for the relief and retirement fund. 

168. Each member shall contribute twenty­
five cents annually for the general expense 
fund. This fund provides for the expense of 
printing tracts, literature, and other matter, 
and for the expense of the,. general officers in 
connection with their service for the Council. 

169. VVhen the general budget apportion­
ment of the local church has been paid in full 
for the year, o·pportunities may be given to 
make offerings for the support of foreign mis-
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.. 

sionary work, such contributions to be known 
as "specials." 

XXVII. Disor(anization of Churches 

170. When it seems clear to a District Su­
perintendent that a local church organization 
should no longer continue as · such, it may be 
disorganized by action · and formal pronounce­
ment of the Board of General Superintendents 
on recommendation of the District Superin­
tendent. 

171. In case a local church becomes dis­
organized, any church property which shall 
exist may in no way be diverted to other pur­
poses> but shall pass to the control of the Dis­
trict Assembly, for th·e use of the Church of the 
Nazarene at large, as the District Assembly 
shall direct; and trustees holding property for 
the disorganized local church shall sell or dis­
pose of the same only on the order and under 
the direction of the appointed agent of the 
District Assembly, and turn the funds over to 
such agent.

XXVllI. Withdrawal of Churches 

173. No local church may withdraw as a

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XXIX. Prohibition on Financial Appeals . 

174. It shall not be lawful for a local church, 
its officers or members, to send appeals to 
other local churches, their officers and mem..:. 
hers, to solicit money or financial assistance for · 

their local church ·needs or for the interests 
that they may support. . 

It is provided, however, that such solicita­
tion may be made to local churches and church · 

members located within the bounds of the· As­
sembly District in which the solicitor is located, 
but on condition only that the solicitation be 
approved in writing by the District Superin-
tendent and the district advisory board. · 

175. Members of the Church of the N aza­
rene who are not authoriz�d local, district, or 
general officers of · the church, or who are not 
under appointment or officially recognized by 
the Department of Foreign Missions and the 
General Board, shall not solicit funds for mis­
sionary or kindred activities apart from the 
General Budget, from congregations of ' local 
churches, or from members of such churches. 

CHAPTER II

§ 4. To appoint an investigating committee 
consisting of two eltiers in case an accusation is 
filed against an elder or a licensed minister. 
[455] 

. 

§ 5. To select a trial court in case charges 
are made against an elder or licensed minister. 
[455] 

§ 6. To recommend to the Department of 
· Ministerial Relief of the General Board the 
disbursement of funds for the temporal relief 
of aged ministers, and for the widows and 
orphans of ministers who have died in the 
work. [191, 303, 304, 306, 419] 

§ 7. To incorporate, where civil law permits 
and when authorized by the .District Assembly. 
After incorporation, as above provided, the 
district advisory board shall have power, on 
its own resolution, to purchase, own, sell, ex­
change, mortgage, deed in trust, hypothecate, 
lease, and convey any property, real and per- · 

son al, as . may be ne'cessary or convenient for 
the purpose of the corporation. [182] 

§ 8. To submit to the Board of General 
Superintendents any plans proposed for the 
creation of a district center. Such plans shall 
r�quire the approval in writing of the Board. of 
General Superintendents before they are put 
in operation.

§ 3. The chairman shall attend all meetings 
of the board, unless providentially prevented, 
and shall oversee the work of the board each 
year. In case of necessary absence of the chair­
man, the secretary shall do his work, pro 
tempore. 

§ 4. The secretary shall, at the expense of 
the District Assen1bly, provide a suitable rec­
ord book of ministerial studies, which shall be 
·the property of the Di�trict Assembly. 

§ 5. The secretary shall enter therein the 
name and address of · each candidate for the . 
ministerial course, and the name of the local 
churc� recommending him, the date of licens-

. ing, the course of study pursued, and the 
record of examinations. The secretary shall 
provide and fill out suitable blanks, and present 
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to each candidate a duplicate of his record as 
preserved in the records of the District Assem� 
bly 

224� The district board of . ministerial studies . .  
may establish classes or seminars in order · to . 
assist licensed ministers in the pursuit of the 
course of study. 

225. Progress in the ministerial cou.rs� of 
study may be measured· as herein provided: 

§ 1.  All examinations shall be held at the · 
meeting place of the District Assembly on the 
day preceding the opening meeting, unless 
otherwise provided by the board. 

§ 2. Any member of any class who fails. to 
appear for examination as directed shall not be 
advanced in his studies by the District Assem­
bly, unless his absence is satisfactorily ex­
plained in writing to the chairman, and he shall 
have arranged with his examiner for his ex­
amination in the studies of his year, and shall 
pledge to complete his entire work before the 
final examinations. 

§ 3. All examinations shall be conducted in 
writing. 

§ 4. The examiner shall furnish the candi­
date with a list of not fewer than ten questions 
for each study and book. 

§ 5. All papers shall be marked on a scale of 
100. -

§ 6. An average of 75 shall be required on 
all studies as a condition of passing to the 
studies of the next year; provided, however, 
if any candidate fail to receive a grade of 70 on 
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t any study or book, he shall be conditioned on 
':� that study or book, and shall be required to 
'._· pass an examination on that study or book be­
::. fore he may be permitted to take the examina ... 
: tion for advanced -work. 

§ 7. On the completion of the examinations, 
the board shall report to the District Assembly 
the record of examinations, and make recom­
mendations for advancement or £or graduation 
from the course of study .. 

§ 8. Candidates pursuing the course of 
study, who may be attending any of the recog-

. riized schools of the Church of the Nazarene, 
and pursuing the same or similar studies as 
those which , ·are in the course of study, may 
present a school record in lieu of examination,· 
a;nd, if satisfactory to the board, may be recom­
mended for advancement in those studies with­
out further examination. 

X. The District Board of Home Missions 

226. The district board of home missions 
shall be composed of as many members as the 

. District Assembly may choose, elected by the 
· · District Assembly, to serve until the final ad­

jQurnment of the next District Assembly and 
· until their successors are elected and qualified; 
provided, that the district .advisory board may" 
constitute the district board of home missions, 

�· with additional members elected thereto at the

. ·227. The district board of home missions 
shall seek by all means-by the diffusion of 
home missionary information, by the holding of 
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local meetings and district conventio�s, by the 
employment of speakers who have the vjsion 
and spirit, and by any other contriputive 
agency-to stir the people to holy zeal and 
devotion for, and liberality to�ard, the sacred 
cause of home missions and evangelism. 

228. The district board of home missions, 
under direction of the District Assembly., a_nd 
in co-operation with the District Superintend­
ent, may have charge of all home mission work 
conducted by the Assembly District within its 
bounds. 

XI. The District Board of Chu1·ch Extension 

229. The district board of church extension 
shall be composed of five members, including 
the District Superintendent, elected by the 
District Assembly to serve until the final ad­
journment of the next District Assembly. and 
until their successors are elected and qualified. 
[181 § 1.7] 

· 230. The duties of the district board of 
church extension shall be : 

§ 1. To advance the cause of building houses 
of worship and parsonages within the bounds 
of the Assembly District, in co-operation with 
the Department of Home Misisons and Evan­
gelism of the General Board. [ 416 §§ 1-3] 

§ 2. To verify aJ:?.d conserve the titles to 
church property. [416 § 2] 

§ 3. To assist local churches to incorporate. 
[111, 114, . 416 § 2] 

§ 4. To consider propositions submitted by 
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local .churches relating to the purchase of real 
estate or the erection of church buildings or 

. parsonages, and to advise them concerning the 
propositions submitted. [118] 

§ 5. To do whatever else the District Assem­
. bly may direct regarding the inatter of church 

property. 

XII. T11e District Boa1·d of Ministerial Relief 

231. The district board of ministerial relief 
. shall be- co1nposed of as many members as the 

District Assem bly may choose, elected by the . 
District Assen1bly, to serve t1ntil the final ad­
journment of the next District Assembly and 
until their successors are elected and qualified�

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XIV. The District Church School Board 

235. The district church school board shall 
be composed of the District Superintendent, ex 
officio, and six other members elected as fol� 
lows: At the first election of the district church 
school board two members shall be elected to 
serve for a term of three years, two fo� a tepn 
of two years, and two for a term of one year. 
Thereafter, each year, two persons shall be 
elected by the District Assembly to serve for 
the full term of three years and until their suc­
cessors are elected and qualified. [181 § 17] 

236. The district church school board shall 
organize by choosing a chairman, a vice­
chairman, a secretary, and a treasurer. 

237. There may also be appointed by the dis­

240. The distric� church school board· shall 
arrange for an annual district church school 
convention to be held at some time during the 
year or immediately preceding the meeting of 
the District Assembly. 

At this convention the superintendents of all 
the local schools are expected to be present 

· and take part as opportunity affords. The con­
vention program shall provide for special ad­
dresses, papers, discussions, and periods for 
general consultation relative to the district 
church school interests. [132, 142] 

241. The Assemply District may be divided 
into groups with group leaders appointed by 
the district church school board, who shall 
work under the supervision of that board. 
Group conventions should be held. 

· 

242. The duties of the district church school 
board, in harmony with the program of the De­
partment of Church Schools of the General . 
Board [ 438 §§ 1, 2] , shall be: 

§ 1. To have full supervision of all church 
school interests of the Assembly District, not 
otherwise provided for. 

§ 2. To conduct district and group conven­
tions and Christian Service Training schools. 

§. 3. To assist the Department of Church 
s·chools of the General Board in securing . in­
formation relating to district and local church 
school interests. 

· 
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§ 4. To promote and encourage church. 
school work throughout the Assen1bly District. 

§ 5. To present an annual report to the Dis­
trict Assembly wl1ich shall include (1) a state-._ 
ment of tl1e \Vork accomplished by the district 
church school board during the past year, (2) 
a stateme.nt of the general condition of the 
church school worl\: on the Assem.bly District, 
and (3) recommer1dations for the work: for 
the ensuing year. [181 § ?3] 

§ 6. To recommend to the District Assem-
. bly the a1nount considered necessary to finance 

tl1e district church school work for the ensuing 
year to be placed in the district budget, or. to 
make other plans for raising the same. (181 
§ 23] 

XV. The District N aza1·ene Young People's Society 

243. The district Nazarene Young People's 
Society shall be cornposed of the local Nazarene 
Young People's Societies of the Assembly Dis­
trict. 

244. It shall be governed by the constitu­
tion of tl1e district Nazarene Young People's 
Society approved by the Gene�al Assembly.

245. The president of the district Nazarene 
Young People's Society shall be elected by its 
annual convention. When so elected and ap­
proved, he shall be a member, ex officio, of the 
District Assembly.

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Superintendent, the pastors of local churches, 
district zone presidents, presidents of lo.cal so­
cieties, and two delegates from each local so­
ciety of twenty-five or fewer members, includ­
ing the total memba-ship of the society and its 
departments (ages 12-40) , and one additional 
delegate for each successive twenty-five mem­
bers and the final major part of twenty-five 
members. One delegate shall be appointed by 
the pastor of each local church not having a 
fully organized local Nazarene Young People's 

· Society. [556 § l] 
247. The district council shall be composed 

of the officers of the district Nazarene Young 
People's Society, the District Superintendent; 
the chairmen of standing committees, and the 
district zone presidents; provided, that all dis­
trict officers shall be active members of a local 
society within the bounds of the Assembly 
District. 

XVI. The Dist1·ict Woman's Foreign Missionary 
Society 

248. The district Woman's Foreign Mission­
ary Society shall be composed of the district 
executive officers, the presidents and vice­
presidents of all the local societies of the As­
sembly District, one delegate from each local 
society having ten . members or less, and one 

.. additional delegate for each additional ten 
members (or major fraction .thereof) ; and 
Gen·eral Council members holding church 

. membership in the district. This society shall

i' evidence of ability, grace, and usefulness, (5) 
. . shall have passed a satisfactory examination 

before the district board of ministerial studies 
:: in Bible doctrine, in government of the Church 
�'. of the Nazarene, and in domestic quali.fica­
f tions, an.d (6) shall declare her purpose to 
�:'. pursue immediately and faithfully the course 
'.:· · . ·of study prescribed for licensed deaconesses. . (96, 122 § 14, 181 § 3] 

254. The General Superintendent having 
·· · jurisdiction shall issue to each licensed deacon-

�ss a license signed by himself and the district 
- secretary. 
· 255. The credentials of a licensed deaconess 
· · · ·may be renewed annually by the District As­
� ·> sembly, provided, renewal of license has been 
t 

recommended by the church board of the local 
.. _ church of which she is a member. If the license 

· be not renewed, she shall no longer serve as 
deaconess. [122 §15] 
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256. In tl1e interim of sessions of the Dis­
trict Asse1nbly the license of a licensed deacon­
ess may, when it is required for the good· of the 
church, be suspended until the next District 
Assembly by the district advisory board with 
the approval of the District Superintendent, 
after a conference with the church board of the 
local church of which the deaconess i$ a mem­
ber, and after giving her a fair hearing. [219] 

257. All licensed deaconesses who have 
passed at least one-half of the prescribed course 
of study for licensed deaconesses [3.97] shall 
be members of the District Assembly, provided 
they are in active service. [177, 181 § 1] 

II. The Consecrated Deaconess · 

258. When a licensed deaconess shall have 
served as a licensed deaconess for two yearst 
shqll have successfully passed in the prescribed 
course 

·
of study, and shall have been recom­

mended by the church board of the local 
church of which she is a member, she may be 
elected to the office of consecrated deaconess 
by the District Assembly. 

259. The candidate so elected shall be con­
secrated by the District Assembly with appro­
priate religious services, under the direction 
of the presiding General Superintendent. 

260. The General Superintendent having: 
jurisdiction shall issue to the deaconess so 
consecrated a certificate· of consecration signed 
by himself and the district secretary. 
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261. All consecrated deaconesses shall be 
members of tl1e District Assembly, provided 
' they are in active service. [177, 181 § 1] 

262. After bein� elected and consecrated to 
the office of consecrated deaconess, the candi­
date may wear the prescribed deaconess garb. 
The deaconess garb shall consist of an all-black 
suit with white collar and cuffs or an all-white 
suit, with regulation bonnet adopted by the 
General Assembly of 1907. 

III. Tl1e Transfers of Deaconesses 

263. When a licensed or a consecrated dea-­
coness desires to transfer to anotl1er District 
Assembly, a transfer of membership may be 
issued by vote of · the District Assembly in 
which her membership is held, which transfer 
may be received by the District Assembly to 
which it is addressed.

. . [181 § 6, 218] 

265. The transfer of a licensed deaconess 
$hall be valid only when accompanied by a de­

. tailed record of her grades iri the course of 
study for licensed deaconesses, properly certi­
fied by the secretary of the district board of 
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ministerial studies of the · issuing District �s­
sembly. [298] 

266. All transfers shall be sent direct to the 
District Assembly to which addressed. The _re­
ceiving District Assembly shall notify the issu-. 
ing District Assembly of the reception of 
the transferred deaconess' membership. . Until 
the trans£ er is received by a vote of the District · 
Assembly to which addressed, the deaconess 
thus transferred shall be a member of the issu­
ing District Assembly. A transfer is valid only 
until the close of the next session following 
date 0£ issue of the District Assembly to which 
addressed.

267. If for any reason the name of· a conse­
crated deaconess shall be removed from ·a Dis­
trict Assembly roll, such consecrated deaconess 
shall not be recognized by any other District 
Assembly without having secured the . written 
consent of the District Assembly from the roll 
of which her name had been removed. 

CHAPTER IV 

THE MINISTER AND THE MINISTRY 

I. Qualifications and Ca1r·· of the Ministe1· 

268. While we recognize and insist that all 
believers have committed unto them a dispen­
sation of the gospel which they are to minister 
unto all men, we also recognize and hold that

the Head of the Church calls s'ome to tl1e more 
official and public work of the ministry. 

As our Lord called · unto Him whom He 
:· would, and chose and ordained His twelve · 

apostles "that they should be with him, and 
that he might send them forth to preach," so 

· He still calls and sends forth messengers of 
: the gospel. The church, illuminated by the 

Holy Spirit, will recogniz� the Lord's call. 
When the church discovers this divine call, 

the proper steps should be taken for its recog­
nition and endorsement, and all suitable help 
should be given to open the way into the min­
istry. 

269. The perpetuity and the efficiency of 
the Church of the Nazarene, largely, if not 
wholly, depend upon th� spiritual qualifica­
tions, the character, and the manner of life of 
its ministers. 

· . · § 1. The minister of Christ is to be in all 
· 'things a pattern to the flock-in diligence, 
, earnestness, discretion, punctuality. "By pure­
ness, by knowledge, by longsuffering, by kind­. 
ness, by the Holy Ghost, by love unfeigned, by 
the word of truth, by the power of God, by the 

· armour of righteousness on the right hand and 
pn the left" (II Corinthians 6: 6, 7) . 

· · § 2. The minister of the gospel in the Church 
·. of the Nazarene must know that he has peace · 

with God, through our Lord Jesus Christ, and 
:· . that he is sanctified wholly by the baptism :with 
the Holy Spirit� 1-Ie must have a deep sense of 
the fact that souls for whom Christ died are 
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perishing, and that he is called of God to pro­
claim to them the glad tidings of salvation; . 

§3. The minister must lik:ewise have a deep 
sense of the necessity of believers' going on un­
to perfection and developing the Christian 
graces in practical living, that their "love may 
abound yet more and more in knowledge and 
in all judgment." He must have a strong C\P­
preciation of both salvation and Christian 
ethics. 

§ 4. The minister must have gifts, as well as 
gra�e, for the work. He will have a thirst for 
knowledge, especially of the Word of God; 
sound judgment and good understanding; clear 
views concerning the plan of redemption ·and 
salvation as revealed in the Scriptures. Saints 
will be edified and sinners converted through 
his ministry. He must be an example in prayer. 

§ 5. Any person sustaining a marriage rela­
tion contrary to that allowed as j ustifiable in 
the Special Rules (37 and 38) shall be ineligi­
ble to the office of the ·ministry in the Church 
of the Nazarene. [282, 292, 355] 

II. The Licensed Ministe1· 
270. When there are members of the Church 

of the Nazarene who feel called to the minis­
try, they may be licensed as ministers by the 
District Assembly and enrolled as men1bers of 
the District Assembly; provided, they (1) have 
held local preacher's license for one full year; 
(2) have passed the complete course of study 
for local preachers; (3)  have been recommend­
ed for such work by the church board of the 
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local church of which they are members, to 
which recommendation shall be attached the 

· ''Qt1estionnaire for Prospective Licensed Min­
isters" carefully fiRed out; (4) have given evi-

. . dence of grace, gifts, and usefulness; (5) have 
been carefully examined, under the direction 
of the District Assembly of the district within 
the bounds of which they hold their church 
membership, regarding their spiritual, intellec­
tual, and other fitness for such work; (6) have 
promised to pursue immediately the course of 
study prescribed for licensed ministers and 
candidates for ordination; and (7) have had 
any disqualification, which may have been im­
posed by a District Assembly, removed by an 
explanation in writing by the District Super­
intendent and the district advisory board of the 
district where the disqualification was imposed.

. 271. Licensed ministers from other evan­
gelical denominations, desiring to unite with 
the Church of the .Nazarene, may be licensed 
as n1inisters by the District Assembly; pro­
vided, they present the credentials issued to 
them by the denomination in which they for­
merly held their membership; and further pro­
·vided, that they (1) have passed a course of 

·. study equivalent at least to the course of study 
prescribed by the Church of the Nazarene for 
.local preachers; (2) have been recommended 
by the church board of the local Church of the 
Nazarene of which they are members; (3) have 
given evidence of grace, gifts, and usefulness; 
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(4) have been carefully examined under the 
direction of the District Assembly regarding 
their spiritual, intellectual, and other fitness for 
su�h work; and (5) have pr�mised to pursue 
immediately the course of study prescribed for. · 
licensed ministers and candidates for ordina ... 
tion. [181 § 5]

272. A minister's license shall terminate 
with the close of the next District Assembly. 
It may be renewed by vote of the District As­
sembly; provided, (1) that the candidate for 
renewal shall file with the District Assembly 
the "Questionnaire for Prospective Ministers" 
carefully filled out; and provided, (2) that the 

· candidate shall have completed at least two 
subjects in the year's course of study required, 
not including subjects in the reading course; 
and provided, (3) that he has been re.com­
mended for the renewal of license by the 
church ·board of the local church of which he 

· is a member. In case, however, . he shall not 
have passed .the course of study required, his 
·license may be renewed by the District As-

Such licensed ministers shall be vested 
with authority to preach the Word; and, pro­
vided, they pass annually the required studies 
of the coi1rse of study and are acting as pastors, 
they shall be vested with authority to adminis­
ter the sacraments of baptism and the Lord's 
Supper in their own congregations, and to 
officiate at marriages where the laws of the 
state do not prohibit.

275. A.11 licensed ministers shall hold their 
· ministerial membership in the District Assem­
bly of the district wherein their church mem­
bership is held, to which body they shall report 
annually. [77, 177, 181 § l] 

276. In case a licensed minister has united 
with the church membership or ministry of 
another denomination, his church membership 
and ministerial membership in the Church of 
the N�zarene shall, because of that fact, im­
mediately cease, and the District Assembly 
shall cause to be entered into its minute record 
the following statement: "Removed ·from the 
�embership and ministry of the Church of the 
Nazarene by uniting with another denomina-
· tion." [205, 287] 

277. In case a licensed minister shall, with­
out the written approval of the district advi­
sory board of the Assembly District in which 
he .holds his ministerial membership or the 
written approval of the Board of General Su­
perintendents, regularly conduct independent 
church activities which are not under the di­
rection of the Church of the Nazarene, or be 
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connected with the operating staff of an ind�­
pendent church or other religious group, he 
shall be subject to trial under the law d·ealing 
with the discipline of a minister as provided in 
paragraph 455.

278. The lice11sed minister shall always 
show due regard for the united advice of the 
District Superintendent and the .district ad­
visory board. (77] 

279. Any claim to participation by a licensed 
minister and/or his dependents, in any plan or 
fund that the cl1urch may 11ave novv or here� 
after for the assistance or support of its dis­
abled or aged ministers, shall be based only 
upon regular, full-time, active service rendered 
by the minister in tl1e pastoral or evangelistic 
office or other recognized relation, under tl1e 
sanction of the District Assembly. This rule 
shall exclude part-time and occasional setvice 
from such participation. [291, 419 § 2] · 

III. The Ord ained l\'Iinister 
280. We recognize but one order of the of­

ficial ministry-that o-f the eldership. Tl1is is 
a permanent order in the Church. The elder 
is to rule well in the Church, to preach the 
Word, to administer the sacraments of baptism 
and the Lord's Supper, and to solemnize matri­
mony, all in the name of and h1 subjection to 
Jesus Christ, the great Head of the Church.

. 281. Those who are called of God to this 
ministry, and who have fulfilled all the require­
ments of the church for the same, who have 
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been orderly passed in the full course of study 
prescribed for licensed ministers and candi­
dates for ordination, and have been carefully 
considered and favorably reported upon by a 
committee appointed by the District Assembly, 
may be elected to elder's orders by two-thirds 
vote of the District Assembly; provided, they 
have been in the active ministry not less than 
two consecutive years either as regularly es­
tablished pastors or as comn1issioned evange­
lists,. the rnajor portion of whose time has been 
actively spent in the field.

282. A licensed minister who is serving in a 
p�storate, or is actively engaged as a commis­

: . sioned evangelist, may be ordained to the

course of study prescribed for licensed minis-

. . . ters and candidates for ordination, and · has 
been recommended for ordination by the 
church board of the local church in which he 
holds his church membership; and, provided, 
apy disqualification which may have been im­
posed by a District Assembly has been re­
moved in writing by the District Superintend­
·ent and the district advisory board of the dis� 

.- trict where the qisqualification was imposed; 
· and, provided further, that his marriage rela­

. tionship does not render him ineligible to ordi­
nation.

283. The candidate thus elected shall be or-
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dained by the laying on of the hands of the 
elders, and other religious exercises, under the 
direction of the presiding General Superin­
tendent.

284. The General Superintendent having 
jurisdiction shall issue to the person so or-, · 
dained a certificate of ordination signed by 
himself and the district secretary. [273, 293, · .

285. All elders shall hold church member­

ship in some local church. [79] 
286. All elders shall hold their ministerial 

membership in the District Assembly of the 
district wherein their church membership is 
held, to which body they shall report annually. 
Any elder, who for two consecutive years .does 
not report to his District Assembly, either in 
person or by letter, shall, if the District As- ' 
sembly so elect, cease to be a member thereof.

287. In case an ordained minister has united 
with the church membership or ministry of 
another denomination, his church membership 
and ministerial membership in the Church of 
the Nazarene shall, because of that fact, im­

289. The elder shall always show due regard 
for the united advice of the District Super­
intendent and the district advisory board. [77] 

290. An elder may organize a local church 
when authorized to do so by the District Super­
intendent or the General Superintendent hav­

291. Any claim to participation by an elder 
and/or his dependents, in any plan or fund 
that the church may have now or hereafter for 
the assistance or support of its disabled or aged 
ministers, shall be based only upon regular, 
full-time, active service rendered by the elder 
in the pastoral or ·evangelistic office or other· 
recognized relation, under the sanction of the 
District Assembly. This rule .. shall exclude 
p·art-time and occasional service from such par­
ticipation. . [279, 419 § 2] 

IV. The Recognition of Eider's Orders 

292. Elders .from other evangelical denomi­
nations, desiring to unite with the Church of 
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the Nazarene and presenting their ordi�ation 
papers, may have their orders recognized by 
the District Assembly, after satisfactory· exami­
nation as to personal experience and doctrine; 
provided, (1) they have passed an examination 
in studies judged by the district . board of 
ministerial studies to be the equivalent of stud­
ies required for ordination in the Church of . · 

the Nazarene; and provided, (2)° they shall 
file with the District Assembly the ''Ques­

. filled out; and, provided, (3) that their mar­
riage relationship shall be in accordance with 
that required for ordination in the Church of 
the Nazarene.

293. The General Superintendent having 
jurisdiction shall issue to the elder so recog-· 
nized a certificate qf recognition signed by him­
self and the district secreta.ry. [273, 284, 301, 
316] 

294. When the orders of an elder from an­
other church shall have been duly recognized, 
his credentials issued by said church shall be 
returned to him inscribed in writing or stamped 
across the face as f ollovvs :

. . bly in which his ministerial membership is 
held, a transfer of ministerial membership may 
be issued by the District Superintendent and

VII. The Retired Minister 

303. A retired minister is one who has been 
placed in the retired relatwn by the District 
Assembly in which he holds his ministerial 
membership. [191, 217 § 6] 

304. Any minister who is in good standing 
and has reached the age of sixty-five years 
may request a retired relation, and, upon his � 
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request, shall be placed in the reth·ed relation 
by his District Assembly. [181 § 24] 

305. Any minister who is in good standing, 
but who is disquaiified by physical disability or 
old age from engaging in such active ministerial 
labors as will afford him sufficient income for 
support, may, upon recommendation of the 
committee on orders and relations, be placed 
in the retired relation by his District Assembly. 
[181 § 25] 

306. · Retirement shall not compel cessation 
from ministerial labors nor deprive of mem­
bership in the District Assembly. [177, 286] 

307. As a condition to receiving, or con­
tinuipg to receive, financial assistance from the 
Department of Ministerial Relief, it shall .be 
required that the minister applying for such 
assistance be placed in the retired relation by 
his District Assembly, after having passed his 
sixty-fifth birthday. 

VIII. The Restoration of Church Membership of 
l\linisters 

308. Any minister who is expelled or with­
draws tinder charges may reunite with the

310. When an elder has b�en deprived of · 
his credentials by expulsion or other discipli­
nary action, or has surrendered his credentials 
for any reason, such credentials shall be sent to 
the General Church Secretary to be filed and 
preserved, subject to the order of his District 
Assembly. [361 §5] 

311. When an elder in good standing sur­
renders his credentials for any reason, such 
surrendered credentials may, at any subse­
quent time, be restored to the elder upon order 
of the District Assembly to which they were 
surrendered; provided, that the restoration of 
his credentials shall have been recommended 
by the local church of which he is a member 
and by the District Superintendent and the dis­
trict advisory board. 

312. When an elder has been deprived of 
his credentials by expulsion or other discipli­
nary action, or has surrendered his credentials,

CHAPTER V 
THE SONG EVANGELIST 

314. When there are members of the Church 
of the Nazarene who feel called to the special 
ministry of song evangelism, they may be com­
missioned as song evangelists for one year by 
the District Assen1bly; provided, they (1) have 
been recon1mended for such work by the 
church board of the local church of which they 
are members; (2) give evidence of grace, gifts, 
and usefulness; (3) have had at least one year 
of e�perience in song evangelism; ( 4) ·h ave 
had not less than one year of vocal study under 
an accredited teacher and are pursuing the 
course of study prescribed for song evangelists 
or have completed the same; (5) are regularly 
engaged as song evangelists; ·(6) have been 
carefully examined, under tiie direction of the 
District Assembly of the Assembly District 
within the bounds of which they hold their 
church membership, regarding their spiritual, \ 

intellectual, and other fitness for such work. 
[181 § 9] 
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315. All song evangelists shall report an­
nually to the District Assembly from which 
they receive their commissions. [181 § l] 

316. The Gensral Superintendent having 
jurisdiction shall issue to each song evange­
list a song evangelist's commission signed by 
himself and the district secretary. [273, 284, 
293, 301] 

CHAPTER VI 
THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY 

I. Functions and Organization 

317. The General Assembly is the supreme 
doctrine-expressing and law-making and elec­
tive authority of the Church of the Nazarene, 
subject to the provisions of the Cl1urch Con­
stitution. [30-32] 

318. The Ge11eral Assembly shall be pre­
sided over by the General Superintendents, 
jointly and severally. [30 § 6] 

319. The General Assembly shall elect its 
other officers and organize itself for the trans­
action of its business according to its wisdom 
and pleasure. [30 § 7] 

II. Membership of the General Assembly 

. _. · 320. The General Assembly shall be com­
posed of ministerial and lay delegates in equal 
numbers, elected thereto by the District As­
semblies of the Church of the Nazarene; of the 
General Superintendents Emeritus and Re ... 
tired; of · the General Superintendents; of the 
General Church Secretary; of the General 
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Treasurer; of the Editor of the Herald of Holi­
ness; of the Editor in Chief of Church School 
Periodicals; of the Foreign Missions Secretary; 
of the General Secretary of the - General Naza­
rene Young People's Society; · of the General 
President 0£ the Woman's Foreign Missionary 
Society; of the superintendent of each foreign 
mission field or district, or one representative 
therefrom nominated by the district council 
and elected by the Department of Foreign 
Missions or, in the absence of such nomination, 
the representative to be elected by the De­
partment of Foreign Missions. [30 §§ 1-3, 181 
§ 20, 321, 334, 347, 358, 331 §§ 14, 15, 367, 325, 
326, 443, 446] 

· 321. Assembly Districts shall be entitled to 
representation in the General Assembly as fol­
lows: two elders and two laymen from each 
Assembly District of seven hundred fifty or 
fewer church members, and one additional 
elder and one additional layman for each sue ... 
cessive twelve hundred fifty church members 
and the final major part of twelve hundred 
fifty church members. [30 §§ 1-3, 181 § 20] 

322. The right of a ministerial delegate-elect 
to the General Assembly to ·represent the Dis­
trict Assembly electing him shall be vacated 
in case he shall accept a pastoral charge or 
the office of District Superiniendent on another 
Assembly D1strict prior to the convening of 
the General Assembly. 

323. The right of a lay delegate-elect to the 
General Assembly to represent the District 
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_ 
Assembly electing him shall be vacated in case 
he shall remove. his church membership to 
some local church on another Assembly Dis­
trict prior to the convening of the General As-

.. . 

sembly. 
III. The Time and Place of Meeting 

324. The General Assembly shall meet in 
the month of June, every fourth year from the 
year of our Lord nineteen hundred and twenty­
eight, at such time and place as shall be de-

. termined by the General Superintendents and 
a commission of four persons chosen by the 
Board of General Superintendents. The Gen­
eral Superintendents and said commission shall 

· also have power, in case of an emergency, to 
change the time and · place of the meeting of the 
General Assembly. 

325. The General A$sembly shall open on 
Sunday with a full day of devotional and in­
spirational services. Provision shall be made 
for the orderly and careful transaction of busi­
ness, and for such services at the close of the 
.session as it may order. The General Assembly 
shall fix the time at which its session shall 
adjourn. [30 § 4] 

IV. Special Sessions 

326. The Board of General Superintend­
ents, or a majority thereof, by and with the 
written consent of two-thirds of all the District 
Superintendents, shall have power to call a 
special session of the General Assembly in case 
of an emergency, the time and place thereof to

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I. CHURCH DISCIPLINE 

453. The object of church discipline is not 
the punisfilr?.ent of ... off enders, but vindication 
of the truth, purific�tion of the church, warn­
ing of the careless, and reformation and sal­
vation of the guilty. Members of the church 
who do violence to · the General . or Special 
·Rules, or who willfully and continuously �iq­
late their membership vows, should be dealt 

· with kindly yet faithfully, according to the 
grievousness of their offenses. 

Holiness of heart and life being the New · 
Testament standard, the Church of the Naza­
rene insists on a clean ministry, and requires 
that those who bear its credentials as ministers 
be orthodox in doctrine and holy in life; there­
fore the purpose of discipline of a minister is 
not punitive or retributive, but to determine 
the ministerial standing and church relations 
of a minister who is accused of mi�conduct. 

• II. DISCIPLINE OF A LAYMAN

V. DISTRICT COURT OF APPEALS

.aggrieved or adversely affected by such action. 
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Notice of appeal must be given in writing with­
in ten days after such action or after appel­
lant has knowledge thereof. Such notice shall 
be delivered to the district court of appeals or 
a member thereof, and a copy of such notice 
shall be delivered to the pastor of the local 
church and . to the secretary of the church 
board concerned.

II. The Baptism of Infants 
Dearly Beloved: Baptism is the external seal 

of the new covenant of grace.· 
In presenting this child for Christian bap­

�ism, you must remember t4at it is your part 
and duty to see that he be taught, as soon as 

he shall be able to learn, the nature and · the 
end of this holy sacrament. You shall call 
upon him to give reverent attendance upon _ 
appointed m.eans of grace; see that he is taught 
the truth of God as contained in the Holy 
Scriptures; and help him, as you may be able, 
in the way of life. 

[The minister may then ask the friends of the child to 
name the child, and baptize it, saying : ]  

I baptize thee in the name of the Father, and 
of the Son, and of the Holy (;host. Amen. 

[The minister ma.y offer prayer, the congregation unit­
ing in the- Lord 's Prayer.] 

III. The Dedication or Consecration of Children 
[The following form is provided for use in those cases 

where the parents or guardians do not care to ha.ve chil ­
dren baptized but simply dedicated or consecrated.] 
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[When the sponsors have presented them.selves with 
the child (or children ) before the minister at his call, the 
minister shall say : ] 

"Then were brought unto him little children, 
that he should put his hands on them, and 
pray: and the disciples rebuked them. But 
Jesus said, Suffer little children, and forbid 
them not, to come unto me: for of such is the 
kingdom of heaven. Verily I say unto you, 
Whosoever shall not receive the kingdom of 
God as a -little child, he shall not enter therein. 
And he took them up in his arms, put his 
hands upon them, and blessed them." 

In presenting this child for dedication (or 
consecration) , you not only signify your faith 
in the Christian religion, but also your desire 
that he (or she) may early know and follow 
the will of God, may live and die a Christian, 
and come unto everlasting blessedness. 

In order to attain this holy end it will be 
your duty, as parents (or guardians) to teach 

, . him (or her) early the fear of the Lord; to 
watch over his (or her) education, that he 
(or she) . be not led astray; to direct his (or 
her) youthful mind to the Holy Scriptures, 
and his (or her) feet to the sanctuary; to re­
strain him (or her) from · evil associates and 

. . habits; and, as p:iuch as in you lies, to bring

CHAPTER II 
551. THE RECEPTION OF CHURCH MEMBERS 

Dearly Beloved: The privileges and bless­
ings which we have in association together in 
the Church of Jesus Christ a:re very sacred 
and precious. There is in it such hallowed 
fel�owship as cannot otherwise be known. 

There is such helpfulness with brotherly 
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watch care and counsel as can be found only in 
the Church. 

There are the .godly care of pastors, with . 
the teachings of the Word, and the helpful in­
spiration of social worship. And there is co­
operation in service, accomplishing that which 
cannot otherwise be done. It is necessary that 
we be of one mind and heart. The doctrines 
upon which the Church rests as essential 
to Christian experience are brief. We be­
lieve in God the Father, Son, and Holy Ghost; 
we especially emphasize the deity of Jesus 
Christ and the personality of the Holy Spirit; 
that man �s born in sin; that he needs the work 
of the Holy Spirit in regeneration; that, after 
the work of regeneration, there is the further 
work of heart-cleansing, or entire sanctifica­
tion, which is effected by the Holy Ghost. And 
to each of these works of grace the Holy 
Spirit gives witness. We believe in �ternal 
destiny, with its rewards and punishments.

CHAPTER III 

552. THE SACRAMENT OF THE LORD,S SUPPER 
[The administration of the Lord's Supper may be ]n­

troduced by a n  appropriate sermon or a suitable address, 
and the rea.ding of I Corinthians 11 :23-29, Luke 22 :14-
2�, or some other appropriate passage. Let the minister 
give the. followlng invitation : ]  · 

The Lord himself ordained this holy sacra­
ment. He commanded His disciples to partake 
of the bread and wine, emblems of His broken 
body and shed blood. This is His table. The 
feast is for His disciples. Let all those who 
have with true repentance forsaken their sins, 
and have believed in Christ unto salvation, 
draw near and take these emblems, and, by 
faith, partake of the life of Jesus Christ, to 
your soul's comfort and joy.

[The ministert with the congregation, kneeling, may 
offer prayer of confession and supplication, with the· fol­
lowing prayer of consecration :] 
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Almighty God, our Heavenly Father, who of 
Thy tender mercy didst give Thine only Son, 
Jesus Christ, to suffer death upon the cross for 
our redemption; 1tear us, 0 merciful Father, 
we most humbly beseech Thee, and grant that 
we., receiving these Thy creatures of bread and 
wine, according to Thy Son, our Saviour Jesus 
Christ's holy institution, in remembrance of. 
His death and passion, may be made partakers 
of the benefits of His sacrificial death; who, in 
the same night that He was betrayed, took 
bread and, when He had given thanks, He 
broke it and gave it to His disciples, saying, 
"Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken 
for you: do this in remembrance of Me." 

Likewise, after supper, He took the cup, 
and when He had given thanks, He gave it to 
them, saying, "Drink ye all of this, for this is 
My blood of the New Testament, which is shed 
for you and for many, for the remission of sins; 
do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remem­
brance of Me." Amen. 

[Then may the minister, himself partaking, 'vith the 
assistance of a.ny other n1inisters present. and 'vhen nec­
�ssa.ry, of the stewards, a.dminister the Communion to the 
people .. ] 

[If there be those who· cannot kneel, let them receive 
it sitting or standing. While the1 bread is being distrib-
uted, let the minister say : ] · 

: " · The body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which 
. was broken for . thee, preserve thee blameless, 

unto everlasting life. Take and eat this, in 
remembrance that Christ .died for thee. 

[As the _cup is being· passed, let the minister say : ] · 

The blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which 
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was shed for thee, preserve thee blameless 
unto everlasting life. Drink this, in remem� 
brance that Christ's blood was shed for thee, 
and be. thankful. 

[The Lord's Prayer with extempore· prayer of thanks­
giving.] 

CHAPTER IV 
553. MATRIMONY 

[At the day and time appointed for the solemniz::;ttion 
of matrimony. the persons to be married-having been 
qualified according to law-standing together, the man 
on the right hand and the woman on the left, the minister 
shall say : ]  

Dearly Beloved: We are gathered together 
here in the sight of God, and in the presence 
of these w�tnesses, to join together this man 
and this woman in holy matrimony, which is 
an honorable estate, instituted of God in the 
time of man's innocency, signifying unto us the 
mystical union that exists between Christ and 
His Church; 'vhich holy estate Christ adorned 
and beautified with ·His presence and first mir­
acle that He wrought, in Cana of Galilee, and 
is commended of St. Paul to be honorable 
among all men; and therefore is not by any 
to be entered into unadvisedly; but reverently, 
discreetly, and in the fear of God. 

Into which holy estate these persons present 
come now to be joined. Th�refore, if any can 
show just cause why they may not lawfully 
be joined together, let him now speak, or else 
forever hold his peace. 

[And also, sp,eaking unto the persons that are to be 
ntarried, the minister shall say : ] 
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I require and charge you both that, if either 
of you knows any impediment why you may 
not be lawfully joined together in matrimony, 
you do now conf �s it; for be ye well assured 
that so many as are coupled together other­
wise than God's Word doth allow are not 
joined together by God, neither is their matri .. 
mony lawful. · 

[If no impediment be alleged, then shall the minister 
say. unto· the man : ]  

Wilt thou have this woman to be thy wedded 
wife, to live together after Gdd's ordinance in 
the holy estate of matrimony? Wilt thou love 
her, comfort her, honor and keep her, in sick-

. ness and in health; and, forsaking all others, 
keep thee only unto her, so long as ye both 
shall live? 

[The man shall answer :J 
I will. 

[Then shall the minister say unto the woman : ]  

. Wilt thou have this man to be thy wedded 
husband, to live together after God's ordinance 
in the holy estate of matrimony? Wilt thou 
love, honor, and keep him, in sickness and in 

. health; and, forsaking all others, keep thee · 
. �  .. only unto him, so long as ye both shall live? 

[The woman shall answer : ]  

. I will. 
· (Then shall the minister pray thus ; ]  

Q. Eternal God, Creator and Preserver 0£ all 
- mankind, Giver of all spiritual grace, the 

Author, of everlasting life, send Thy blessing 
,upon these J'hy servants, this man and this 
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woman, whom we bless in Thy name; · that, as 
· Isaac and Rebekah lived faithfully together1 
so these persons may surely perform and· keep 
the vow and covenant between them made, . .  
and· may ever remain in perfect love and peace·: 
together, and live . according to Thy l�ws: · 
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

[Then s)lall the minister join their right hands to­
gether, and say : ]  

Forasmuch as this man and this woman have 
consented together in holy wedlock, and have 
witnessed the same before God and this com-. 
pany, and have deciared the same by joining 
of hands, I pronounce that they are husband 
and wife together, in the name of the Father, 
and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. Those 
whom God hath joined together let no man 
put asunder. Amen. 

[And the minister shall add his blessing : ]  

God, the Father, the Son, and the Holy 
Ghost, bless, preserve, and keep you; the Lord 
mercifully with His favor look upon you, and 
so fill you with all spiritual benediction and 
grace that ye may so live together in this life 
that in the world to come ye may have life 
everlasting. Amen. 

[Then may the minister offer the following prayer, or 
may use extemporary prayer : J 

0 God of Abraham, God• of Isaac, God of 
Jacob, bless this man and this woman, and 
sow the seed of eternal life in their hearts, that 
whatsoever in the Holy Word they shall profit­
ably learn, they may indeed fulfill the same. 
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Look, 0 Lord, mercifully on them from heav­
en, and bless them; as Thou didst send Thy 
blessing upon Abraham and Sarah, to their 
great comfort, so vouchsafe to send Thy bless­
ing upon this man and this woman, that they, 
obeying Thy will, and always being in safety 
under Thy protection, may abide in Thy love 
unto their lives' end, through Jesus Christ our 
Lord.

PEOPLE'S SOCIETIES

§1. Local ·Nazarene Young People's Societi� 

ARTICLE I. Name 
The society shall be called the Nazarene Young P eo-

ple'� Society of the . . . . . . . . . .  Church of the Nazarene. 

ARTICLE II. Object 
The object of the society shall be to build up its 

members in Ch:ristian experience and in holy char­
acter, and . to instruct them in the doctrines of the 
church, and .to bring about the · salvation of -0ther 
young people. The activities of this society shall be 
distinctly religious and spiritual. 

ARTICLE. III. Departments 

· To meet more adequately the needs of the young 
people of the local church, the Nazarene Young Peo­
ple's Society may be organized into : the following 
groups, or into combinations of these groups: 

Intermediates (ages 12, 13, 14) 
Senior (ages 15, 16, 17) 
Young People· (ages 18-24) 
Young Adult (ages 25-40) 

ARTICLE IV. Membership 
_SECTION 1. Members of this society shall be divided 

into three classes: active, associate, and honorary. 
. SEc. 2. Active members shall be young people 

. · .  who are members of the Church of the Nazarene and 
· .· who sign the pledge for active members. 
· · SEc. 3. Associate members shall be young people 

not m�mbers of the Church of the Nazarene who give 
testimony to the saving grace of Jesus ·Christ, who 
are of good moral character, and who sign the pledge 
for associate members.

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SEC. 4. Honorary members shall be older members 
of the Church of the Nazarene who desire to be 
affiliated with the socjety and who sha�l be elected 
as honorary members by the society, or by one of 
its departments. . · 

SEC. 5 .  Only active members shall vote in the busi­
ness meetings of the society, and only active members 
shall hold office and serve as chairmen of stand­
ing committees. Associate members shall have the 
privilege of holding membership on the committees, 
but only to a minority extent. 

ARTICLE v. Officers 
. The officers of this society shall be a president, . 

a vice-president, a secretary, and a treasurer. All 
officers shall be members of the local' church whose 
society they serve. 

ARTICLE VI. Executive Council 
SECTION 1 .  In societies of two or more departments, 

the executive council shall consist of th� pastor, the 
officers of the Nazarene YoWlg People's Society, the 
chairman of each department, and the counselors of 
the Intermediate and Senior departments. 

SEc. 2. In a society with no departments, the ex­
ecutive council shall consist of the pastor, the officers 
of the Nazarene Young People's Society, and the 
chairmen of the standing committees. 

ARTICLE VII. Department Officers and Committees 
SECTION. 1. The officers of each department, or 

combination of departments, shall consist of a chair­
man, a vice-chairman, a recording secretary, a cor- . 
responding secretary, a treasurer, and a counselor 
for the Intermediate Department and for the Senior 
Department. • 

SEC. 2. The executive committee of each department 
shall consist of the officers of the department and the 
chairmen of the standing committees.

SEc. 3. Each department of the society may have 
a program committee, a membership committee, a 
missionary committee, an evangelistic committee, a

ARTICLE VIII. Planning Conference 

The Planning Conference of the Nazarene Young 
People's Society sha1t consist of the pastor, the ex­
ecutive council, and the executive committees of the 
various departments, where such are organized. 

ARTICLE IX. Amendments 

This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds 
vote of all members present and voting at the Gen­
eral Convention of the Nazarene Young People's So­
ciety, and by the approval of the General Assembly. 

N.Y.P.S. Pledge for Active Members 

Realizing my duty to God and His Church, I 
promise by His grace to seek the New Testament 
standard of heart purity; to strive always to live 
consistently for my Master; to make it the rule of my 
life to read the Bible and pray daily; to attend faith­
fully all services of the N.Y.P.S.; and to take an 
active part in the service as opportunity is afforded 
me .. 

Pledge for Associate Members 

Desiring to become affiliated with the N.Y.P.S. as an 
associate member, I accept the moral standard of the 
Church of the Nazarene as my rule for conduct, and 
I promise to attend faithfully the services of the 
society, to do my best to advance its interest, and 

· to take part in its activities as opportunity is afforded 
me. 

§2. District Nazarene Young People's Societies 

ARTICLE I. Membership 

All local Nazarene Young People's Societies within 
the boundaries of . . .. • . . . . . . . . . . . . . . District shall be 
members of the district Nazarene Young People's· 

. Society. 
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ARTICLE II. ·convention 

SECTION 1. There shall be an annual District Con-, .  
vention of the Nazarene Young People's Society, at -
which reports shall be received from the district 
officers and committee chairmen, zone presidents, and 
presidents of local societies; and any ·business pertain­
ing to the district Nazarene Young People's Society 
may be transacted. 

SEC. 2 .• The district convention shall be com­
posed of the officers of the district N.Y.P.S., the 
district superintendent, district zone presidents, pas­
tors of local churches, presidents of local societies, 
commissioned evangelists of the district within the 
N.Y.P.S. age limit, and two delegates from each local 
society of twenty-five or fewer members, and one 
additional delegate for each successive twenty-five 
members and final major part of twenty-five mem­
bers. Local societies of two or more departments 

. will, as far as possible, choose delegates from each 
department. 

SEc.. 3. · One delegate may be appointed by the 
pastor of each local church not having a fully or­
ganized Nazarene Young People's Society. 

ARTICLE III. OfficeTs 

At the annual district convention there shall be 
elected by ballot the following district officers: a · 
president, a vice-president, a secretary, a treasurer) 
a supervisor for the high school departments, a spon­
sor of boys' and girls' work, and two members elected 
at large who shall be under · twenty years of age 
at the time of their election, to serve until the close 
of the following annual district convention and until 
their successors are elected and qualified. 

All district officers shall be active members of a 
local society within the bounds ot the district. 

ARTICLE IV. Committees· 

At the annual district convention there shall be 
ordered the following standing committees; mission­
ary, evangelistic, · stewardship, and literature. These 
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committees shall be appointed by the district officers 
in consultation with the district superintendent. 

ARTICLE V. District Council 

SECTION 1. The diitrict council shall be composed 
of the officers of the district Nazarene Young People's 
Society, the district superintendent, chairmen of 
standing committees, and district zone presidents .

SEc. 2. The district council shall :fill .any vacancy 
that may occur in the district council between annual 
conventions. 

ARTICLE VI. Youth Director

ARTICLE VII. District Zones 

The annual district convention may order the dis­
trict divided into zones. 

ARTICLE VIII. Amendment

§3. General Nazarene Young People's Society 

ARTICLE I. Membership 

All district and local Nazarene Young People's 
Societies shall constitute the General Nazarene Young

ARTICLE II. Convention 

SECTION 1. There shall be a General Quadrennial 
Convention of the Nazarene Young People's Society. 
The length of this · convention and the · time it shall 
convene shall be decided upon by the General Coun-
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cil in consultation with the Board of General . Super­
intendents. 

SEC. 2. The General Council shall announce . the 
time and place of the General Convention at least 
ninety_ (90) days previous to such convention. 

SEC. 3. The General Convention· shall be composed 
of the members of the General Council and one min­
isterial delegate and one lay delegate elected by each 
District N.Y .P.S. Convention for the first 250 or· 
fewer active members, and one ministerial delegate 
and one lay delegate for each successive 500 active 
nlembers and the· final major part of 500 active mem­
bers. All shall be elected by ballot by majority vote. 

SEc. 4. Assembly Districts not having a district 
N.Y.P.S. organization may elect delegates to the Gen­
eral Convention . at the last preceding District As-:­
sem bly on the same basis as in Article II, Section 3, 
hereof. Such delegates shall be active members of 
the Nazarene Young People's Society . 

. SEc. 5.  Delegates to the General Convention shall 
be, at the time of the General Convention, members 
of the Assembly District from which they were 
elected. In the case of a pastor, he shall be at the 
time of the General Convention a member of, and 
serving on, the Assembly District from which h� was 
elected. 

ARTICLE III. General Council 

SECTION 1. The General Convention shall elect by 
majority vote by ballot a general president, a general 
secretary, and one member from each of the six edu­
cational zones in the United States and one member 
as a representative of Canada and- the British Isles, 
all nine of . whom shall be active members of the 
N.Y.P.S. and shall not have reached their thirty­
seventh birthday at the time of their election, except 
the general secretary, who shall not have reached 
his fortieth birthday at the time of his election; all 
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of whom shall constitute a General Council to serve 
until the close of the following General Quadrennial 
Convention or until their successors are elected and 
qualified, provided that, if the Council representative 

. from the Canadian:..�ritish Isles Zone moves from the 
zone during the quadrennium, his office shall be 
de�ared vacant and filled according to Section 4. 

No zone representatives of the General N.Y.P.S. 
Council shall be elected to serve more than two 
quadrennia. No general N.Y.P.S. president shall be 
elected to serve more than one quadrennium, and 

' there shall be no limit of term set for the general 
secretary other than that in this section provided .

SEC. 2. One general superintendent shall be ap­
pointed by the Board of General Superintendents as 
ex officio member of the General Council to serve 
for the quadrennium� The work of said Council shall 
be subject to the sanction of the Board of General 
Superintendents.

SEC. 3. · The General Council shall nominate to the 
General Assembly two members of the Council , one 
of which shall be elected by the General Assembly 
to serve as a member of the General Board of the 
�hurch of the Nazarene as a representative of the 
Nazarene Young People's Society. 

SEC. 4. The General Council, in consultation with 
the Board of General Superintendents, shall fill any 
vacancy that may occur on the Council between gen­
eral conventions. 

SEc. 5. The duties of the General Council shall be 
defined by bylaws adopted by· the General Conven­

All the above elections must take place at the 
last annual District Convention preceding the Quad­
r.ennial Convention. (No other method of election 
can be substituted.) 
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Presidents of the District Woman's Foreign Mission­
ary Societies of the foreign districts shall be members 
of the Convention. 

In the event the president of the foreign district 
Woman's Foreign Mi!9Sionary Society cannot attend, 
an alternate elected by the foreign District Council 
may take her place. 

SEC. 3. ELECTION OF COUNCIL. (a) Nominations: 
The Nominating Committee shall be appointed by the 
Council and shall consist of at least one representative 
from each geographi<: zone. This committee shall pre­
sent three times the number of names required for the 
election of the Council. Each District Woman's For­
eign Missionary ·society shall have the privilege of 
suggesting or recommending one name to the Nom­
inating Committee, said Committee to supply other 
needed . names. The nominees for membership on the 
Woman's General Foreign Missionary Council when 
arranged according to geographic zones by the Nom­
inating Committee must be first approved by the For­
eign Missionary Secretary and the General 
Superintendent Sponsor. 

(b) The Convention shall elect by a majority vote, 
by ballot, a Council of sixteen women: fourteen from 
the United States, each geographic zone being duly 
represented, one from Canada, and one from the Brit­
ish Isles. (Note: On advice of the Board of General 
Superintendents this new arrangement will not be­
come effectiv� until the next General Convention, 
when the new Council will be elected.) 

SEC. 4� (a) The General President shall be nom­
inated by ballot and elected by ballot by the Quad­
rennial Convention. Two-thirds majority vote shall 
be required for election. The President shall be ex­
officio m.ember of the Woman's General Foreign 'Mis­
sionary Council. 

(b) Should a vacancy occur, by ·death or other­
wise, in the office of General President, in the interim 
of sessions of the Quadrennial Convention, the sec­

. retary of the \Voman's General Foreign Missionary 
Council shall at once notify all District Woman's 
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Foreign Missionary Society presidents of the Church 
of the Nazarene, who shall, by two-thirds vote of all, 
elect a General President to fill the vacancy and· to 
perform the duties of General President until the . 
final adjournment of the next Qu�drennial Conven� "· . i  
ti on; provided the question of calling for an election . ,-: 
to fill the vacancy shall be decided by the Woman's · 
General Foreign Missionary Council in consultation 
with the General Superintendent Sponsor. 

ARTICLE IV. The General Council 

SECTION 1. OBJECT. The object of this Council shall ' 
be to plan and encourage the work of the Woman's 
Foreign Missionary Society throughout the Church of. 
the Nazarene, and promote the raising of funds fo:r 
extending the kingdom of Jesus Christ around the 1 
world. 

SEC. 2.  MEMBERSHIP. The Council is to consist of 
sixteen members elected by the Quadrennial 
Convention and approved by the Department 
of Foreign Missions. Of these, fourteen · shall be 
elected from the United States, one from Canada, 
and one from the British Isles. 

SEC. 3. When the Woman's General Foreign Mis­
sionary Council shall have been elected for the en­
suing four years, it shall elect by ballot: a vice-presi­
dent, a secretary-treasurer, a superintendent of study, 
and a superintendent of publicity. These officers, . to­
gether with the General President, shall constitute 
an Executive Committee, three of whom shall con­
stitute a quorum. They shall hold office until the ' 
final adjournment of the next Quadrennial Conven­
tion and until their successors are elected and quali­
fied. 

The Board of General SuperiITtendents shall elect 
one of their number as sponsor of the Woman's Gen­
eral Foreign Missionary Council. 
. The Council shall also elect by ballot the following , 
secretaries: Membership, Prayer and Fasting, Relief 
and. Retirement, Indian Fund, The Other Sheep, Stan­
dard of Efficiency, Medical, National Workers and · 
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Evangelism, Missionary Box, Educational, and such 
other standing committees as the Council shall deem 
necessary. 

ARTICLE V. Vacancies · 

SECTION 1. Should � vacancy occur in the Wom­
an's General Foreign Missionary Council during the 
quadrennium, the Executive Committee shall present 
two names as nominees. The vacancy shall then be 
filled by majority vote by ballot of the members of the 
Woman's General Foreign Missionary C!Juncil. 

SEC. 2. Should a vacancy occur in the representation 
from Canada and the British Isles, the District Exec­
utive Committee of these districts shall submit two 

· names as nominees. The vacancy shall then be filled 
by majority vote, by ballot, of the Woman's General 
Foreign . Missionary Council. 

SEC. 3. Should a vacancy occur in the Executive 
. Committee during the quadrennium, two names as 

nominees from the Council shall be presented by the 
Nominating Committee. The vacancy shall then be 
filled by majority vote, by ballot, of the Woman's 
General Foreign Missionary Council. 

ARTICLE VI. Meetings 

The Council shall meet annually prior to the meet­
ing of the General Board, to transact business. Seven 
shall constitute a quorum. For this meeting the ex­
penses of all members of the Council shall be pro- . 
vided. A condensed report of the business transacted 
in the annual meeting of the Council shall be referred 
to the Department of Foreign Missions for approval. 

ARTICLE VII. Representation on the General Board 

The Council shall nominate to the Department of 
Foreign Missions two members of the Council, one 
of whom shall be elected by the General Assembly 
to serve in the Department of Foreign Missions and 

· on the General Board until the final adjournment of 
, the next regular General A$sembly and until her sue-
. cessor is elected and qualified.

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ARTICLE VIII. Amendments 

This Constitution shall be approved by the De� 
partment of Foreign Missions prior to the Quadrennial 
Convention and may be amended by two-thirds vote­
of the Quadrennial Convention, subject to the ap- . 
proval of the Department of Foreign Missions. ..

ExplanatoTy. Recognizing the need of simplifying

ARTICLE I. Name 

This organization shall be called the District 
Woman's Foreign Missionary Society and shall be 
auxiliary to the Woman's General Foreign Missionary 
Council of the Church of the Nazarene.

ARTICLE I. Name 

This organization shall be called the Woman's For­
eign Missionary Society of the local church, and shall 
be auxiliary to the District Woman's Foreign Mission­
ary Society of the Church of the Nazarene. This 
society shall be a constituent part of . the local chur(:h 
and subject to the supervision of the pastor and the � 

church board. 

ARTICLE II. Object 

The object of this society shall be to enlist the women 
and young women of the church in active ,.missionary 
service, in united prayer, and in the study of the 
salvation needs of the world; to promote a wider 
knowledge of the mission fields . of the Church of the 
Nazarene; and to raise funds, as elsewhere provided 
for in this Constitution, for extending the kingdom of 
Jesus Christ around the world. 

ARTICLE III. Membership 

The membership shall be divided into two classes 
as follows: 
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SECTION 1. ACTIVE MEMBERS. Any woman who is a 
member of the Church of the Nazarene may become 
an active member of this society by giving prayer 
and service and paying dues. 

SEc. 2. AssocIATE M.'eMBERS. Any person who is, in 
sympathy with the object of this society and desires 
to do missionary work through this organization and 
the Church of the Nazarene may become an associate 
member. Associate members may take part in the 
devotional exercises and mission study and give offer­
ings as they may desire. Associate members may not 
vote or hold office. 

ARTICLE IV. Officers 

SECTION 1. The officers of this society shall be a 
president, a vice-president, a corresponding secretary, 
a recording secretary, a treasurer, a superintendent of 
study, and a superintendent of publicity, to be elected 
by ballot annually by the mem hers of the society. 
These officers and the · chapter chairmen shall con­
stitute an Executive Committee. 

SEC. 2. The president shall be nominated by a com­
mittee of three or seven active members of the 
Woman's Foreign Missionary Society appointed by the 
pastor, who shall serve as chairman. This committee 
shall present two names for the office of president. 
She shall be elected by ballot by a two-thirds majority 
vote of the members present and voting, which elec­
tion shall be subject to the approval of the church 
board.

· of Efficiency, Medical, National Workers and Evan­
gelism, Educational, and such other standing com­
mittees as are deemed necessary. ' 
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ARTICLE V. Meetings 

There shall be one or more meetings for business,. 
mission study, and prayer held each calendar month, 
or a minimum of twelve meetings a year. The last 
regular monthly meeting prior to the Annual District 
Assembly shall be the annual meeting of this society·, 
at which time the officers shall be elected for the 
ensuing year. These officers shall be installed at the 
first regular monthly meeting following the District 
Assembly. 

ARTICLE VI. Funds 

SECTION 1. All funds raised by the Local Woman's 
Foreign . Missionary Society for the general interests 
of- the Church of the Nazarene, except the Relief 
and Retirement and the General Expense Fund, shall 
be paid into the General Budget through the Woman's 

, Foreign Missionary . Society channels of the local 
church to which this society is subsidiary. 

Funds for the support. of general interests shall be 
raised in the following manner: 1. From the regular 
membership dues; 2. From gifts and offerings desig­
nated for general interests; 3. From the Prayer and 
Fasting League; 4. From special offerings such as 
the Easter and Thanksgiving offerings. 

SEC. 2. SPECIALS. Opportunity shall be given to con­
tribute to specials over and above the General Budget 
apportionment and approved by the General Foreign 
Missions Secretary. 

Note-These funds must be raised by using the 
plans given under the different departments of our 

.. organization. Smee our church is strictly opposed 
to our engaging in any form of merchandising, we, 
as a Woman

,
s Foreign Missionary Society, must insist 

that our women do not engage in the sale of mer­
chandise or foods in the name of t+ie Woman's For­
eign Missionary Society. 

No part of the above funds shall be used for local 
or district expense or charitable purposes. 

SEC. 3. RELIEF AND RETIREMENT FUND. The Relief and 
Retirement Fund, to be held in trust by the Treas-
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urer of the Woman's General Foreign Missionary 
Council and to be used for the relief of sick, needy, 
or retired foreign missionaries, shall be raised by; 
1. Placing of names on the memorial roll by the pay­
ment of $25 for that special purpose; 2. By annual 
payments by members-of ten cents each; 3. By free­
will offerings or gifts designated for the Relief and 
Retirement Fund. 

SEC. 4. GENERAL Ex.PENSE FuNn. Each member shall 
contribute twenty-five cents annually for the General 
Expense Fund. This fund provides for the expenses 
of the general officers, for Council supplies, mission­
ary literature and helps for the district and local 
societies. 

SEC. 5. LOCAL EXPENSE. A local expense fund shall 
be provided either by assessment or· freewill offerings 
(the amount to be determined by local needs) . ·A 
percentage of the local expense fund may be set aside 
to help defray the expenses of the delegates to the 
District Convention. 

ARTICLE VII. Amendments 
This Constitution shall be approved by the Depart­

ment of Foreign Missions prior to the Quadrennial 
Convention and may be amended by two-thirds vote 
of the Quadrennial Convention of the Woman's For­
eign Missionary Society subject to the approval 0£ the 
Department of Foreign Missions. .

§4. Local Church Missionary Society 
ARTICLE I. Name 

The name of this organization shall be The Church 
Missionary . Society of the . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  Church of the 

. Nazarene.

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ARTICLE II. Purpose 
The purpose of this organization shall be to ertlis� 

the members of the local church in active missionary 
service; to inform them concerning the world-wide 
program of evangelism of the church; to promote this _ 
program among its members; and · t-0 increase their · . .  

vision and service by giving opportunity for the in­
vestment of time, talent, and means in the missionary 
·-task of the church. 

ARTICLE III. Relationship 

SECTION 1. The activities of this organization shall 
be correlated with the total program of the local 
church. 

SEC. 2. The activities of this organization shall be · 
under the supervision of the pastor and the church 
board. 

ARTICLE IV. Membership 

The members shall -be divided into two class�, 
active and associate. . 

SECTION 1 .  Every member of the local church shall 
be eligible for active membership in the society. A 
person may become an active member by agreeing to 
unite in prayer for the purposes of the society and 
by making a ·monthly freevvill offering for the support 
of the missionary cause. Voting and holding office 
shall be limited to active men1bers. . 

SEC. 2. Any person not a member of the church 
may become an associate member by agreeing to unite 
in prayer for the objectives of the organization and 
by making a monthly freewill offering for the support 

· of the missionary interests. 

ARTICLE V. Officers 

SECTION 1. The officers of this ,ociety shall consist 
of a president, a vice president, a secretary, and a 
treasurer. 

SEc. 2. These officers shall be elected by majority 
vote at the annual meeting of the society for a term 
of one year. 
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SEc. 3. The local president in churches where there 
is no local W.F.M.S. shall be a member of the local 
church board and a member of the District Assembly.

ARTICLE VI. Committees 

SECTION 1. The officers of the society together with 
the pastor and the chairman of the standing com­
mittees shall constitute the Executive Committee. 

Sec. 2. The society may have the following stand ... 
ing committees: membership, program, prayer and 
fasting, finances, literature. Other committees, neces­
sary for · properly conducting its work, may be or­
ganized. 

ARTICLE VII. Meetings 

SEC'l'ION 1. The regular meeting of the society shall

SEC. 3. All moneys collected, except those raised for 
. local or special purposes, shall be sent each month to

ARTICLE IX. Amendments 

This constitution may be amended at any annual 
meeting of the society, provided the proposed changes· 
have been approved by the pastor and the · church 
board and notice of the proposed changes has been 
submitted to the members of the organization previous . .  ·-· 
to the vote at the annual meeting. 

CHAPTER Ill 

558. BY;LA WS OF THE SUNDAY SCHOOL 

Note-These byla\vs are entirely suggestive and 
are to be arranged to meet the needs of the · tocal 
school by the church school board. 

ARTICLE I. Membership 

SECTION 1. Membership in the Sunday school of the 
. . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . Church of the Nazarene is ·open to 

· all who desire the help and association this school 
offers and who consent to become members under 
the provisions of the Manual and these bylaws. Me�­
bership shall be classified according to 140 of the · 
Manual. 

SEC. 2. All persons eligible to active membership 
will be considered visitors · the first ·session of the 
school they attend. If they are present the next Sun­
day and declare their willingness to attend with some 
degree of regularity, their names may be placed on 
the roll as active members. Those coming from other 
Nazarene Sunday schools may be enrolled at once . 

. Cradle Roll members and Home Department mem­
bers shall lie enrolled by the supervisors of the re­
spective departments. 

SEc. 3. Active members may be dropped from the 
roll whenever they have absented themselves from ·· 
the class sessions six consecutive times without a 
reasonable excuse. Cradle Roll members shall be 
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confined to homes of the community where help can 
be rendered, and should be transferred promptly to 
active membership when the proper time is reached­
the fourth birthday or shortly thereafter . 

... 

ARTICLE II. Classes and Departments 

SECTION 1. For the teaching work and certain group 
activities the Sunday school shall be divided int<> 
classes on the basis of age and other conditions. Each 
class shall be under the care of a competent teacher 
suited to the group age. 

Note: For greater efficiency in the teaching work 
_ and the promoti�g of the school interests, it is quite 

desirable, when the school is of sufficient size, that 
it s4all be departmentized with the department super­
visors and councils. The . Department of Church 
Schools will furnish full instructions for properly de­
partmentizing the school and adjusting the bylaws. 

Note: Each class of sufficient age should undertake 
some definite Christian service. Training for service 
is a part of our objective. To do this efficiently there 
should be a simple class organization. The Depart­
ment of Church Schools will furnish plans for this 
class organization. 

ARTICLE III. . Officers and Their Duties 

SECTION 1. The officers of the Sunday school shall 
be a superintendent, an assistant superintendent, a 
secretary, and a treasurer, and such other officers as 

- may be needed. These shall be elected by the church 
school board, according to the Manu.al, paragraph 134. 

SEC. 2. It shall be the duty of the superintendent 
· (a) to administer the affairs of the school according 
to the provisions of · the Manual and the bylaws; (b) 
to counsel with the teachers relative to their work; 
(c) to give an annual report to the annual church 

_ meeting; (d) to attend the District Assembly; (e) 
to ·co-operate with th� district church school board 
and Department of Church Schools in the promotion 
of the church school work. 
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· SEC. 3. : It shall be the duty of the assistant super­
intendent to co-operate with the superintendent in 
the promotion of the. best interest of the school and, 
in the absence of the superintendent, to perform · the 
administrative duties belonging to )lis office. 

SEc. 4. It shall be the duty of the secretary (a) to 
keep an accurate record of the enrollment of the en­
tire school (regular enrollment cards should be used) , 
the record of attendance, absentees, visitors, and 
such other items as may be required; (b) to keep 
correct minutes of all meetings of the Sunday-school 
cabinet; (c) and to fill · out and forward promptly· 
all statistical and informational blanks requested by 
the pastor, the district church school board, and the 
Department of Church Schools. 

SEC. 5. It shall be the duty of the treasurer to re­
ceive all funds raised by the Sunday school and dis­
�urse the same as directed by the cabinet in harmony 
with the general rules laid down by the church school 
board. He shall keep an accurate account of all :fi­
nances and make a monthly, detailed report to the 
cabinet and a quarterly report to the church school 
board · of all receipts, expenditures, and oblig�tions. 
He shall, in co-operation with the officers and teach­
ers, endeavor to impart proper instruction relative to 
Christian s��wardship. 

·· NOT.Ei---ln the small school one per.son may serve as 
secretary-treasurer. · 

In the larger schools there may be two or more as­
sistant superintendents, and these may be made heads of 
certain promotional work - membership, missionary, 
temperance, etc. 

· 

Also, it is well to have a librarian, whose duty will be 
( a )  to ha.ve charge 'of all Sunday-school literature, books, 
and periodicals, and direct their proper distribution ; ( b )  
to promote and have charge of a workers' library ; ( c )  
to create through the school an appreciation for ·whole­
some literature and encourage the.reading of the sa1ne. 

A music committee with the followi ng duties may be 
profitable : ( a )  to have general charge of the music of 
the school ; ( b )  · to see that proper persons are selected 
to lead the singing and play the musical . instruments ; 
( c )  to see that proper songbooks are provided for each 
department :  ( d )  to create throughout the school an 
appreciation for wholesome music in Christian worship

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and character b uilding { ( e) to organize and promote such 
ensemble work as may be desirable and helpful.. . _ 

In case the school i s  departmentized the following 
should be added : · · 

It shall be the du ti o·f the department supervisor ( a )  
to have immediate supervision o f  his department, in 
harmony with the Manual and the bylaws of the Sunday 
school ; ( b )  to attend all cabinet meetings, and to pre­
side at all meetings of the depa.rtment council ; ( c) with 
the superintendent to nominate to the pastor such teach­
ers as ma.y be needed, and provide such other officers 
and helpers as may be required for the most efficient 
work of the department ; and ( d) to co-:operate 'vith the 
pa.stor and superintendent in their plans for the general 
advancement of the school. 

ARTICLE IV. Administration and Supervision 
· SECTION 1. This school is an organic part of the local 

church, and of the local church educational program. 
It is under the general supervision of the church 
school board, the care of the pastor, and the immediate 
leadership of the Sunday-school superintendent . 

. SEC. 2. There shall . be a Sunday-school cabinet, in 
which the administrative work of the school is vested. 
The cabinet shall consist of the general officers and 
the department supervisors, if any, of the Sunday 
school. This cabinet is the executive body of the 
school and shall meet regularly on the . . . . . . . . . . 4 • • •  

day of each week (or month) , with the pastor pre­
siding. This cabinet shall consider (a) the general 
interests of the school, and lay and execute plans 

· for the realization of these interests; and (b) recom­
mend to the church school board such matters as 
should have its consideration . 

SEC. 3. A general Sunday-school confei:ence shall 
be held the . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . day of each quarter, with 
the pastor presiding. This conference shall consist 
of the church school board, the Sunday-school cab­
inet, and the department coun�ils. This will not be 
a meeting for the transaction of business, but for in­

GENERAL ASSEMBLY REPORTS AND RESOLU­
TIONS 

567. Relating to Annuities 
That our general boards and · institutions be pro­

hibited · from using annuity gifts until such have be­
come the valid property by the death of the annuitant, 
and that such annuity gifts be carefully invested in 
funds usually accepted as trust funds by the courts 
of our land. [Adopted by General Assembly, 1923.] · 



\. 
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568� Relating to Debt 
That no institution incur any debt on the strength 

of pledges, and that pledges be not counted as assets 
until actually paid. [Adopted by General Assembly, ., 

1923.] 

569. Relating to Credentials of General Assemb•y 
Delegates 

§ 1. That it is illegal to seat visitors not regularly 
elected as alternates in the place of de�egates · not 
present. [Adopted by General Assembly, 1919.] 

§ 2. That these [visitors] not being elected alter­
nates cannot be seated. (Adopted by General Assem­
bly, 1923.] 

§ 3. That since Rev . . . . . .. . . .  has transferred from 
his former Assembly District and his transfer has 
been accepted, he has lost all rights of membership in 
his former Assembly District, and would therefore 
be ineligible to be seated as a delegate from the As­
sembly District in which he formerly held his mem­
bership. [Adopted by General Assembty, 1928.] · 

§ 4. Regarding those chosen by the district advisory 
boards and General Assembly delegations from Ari­
zona, Northern California, Kentucky, Georgia, Michi­
gan, Rocky Mountain, Manitoba-Saskatchewan, , and 
Northwest districts to be · members of this General 
Assembly, it is the opinion of your Committee on Cre­
dentials that their methods of selection contravene 
the principles laid down by the 1919 General Assembly 
and restated · by subsequent General Assembly ses­
sions, as recorded in 408, § 1, of the 1928 Manual; and 
also a violation of the requirements of the 1928 Man­
ual, 129 § 23, and 230, for the choosing of General As­
sembly delegates. Your Comr!iittee deems such 
methods of selection of . delegates to the General As­
sembly as illegal and therefore recommends that the 
above be not seated. [Adopted by General Assembly, 
1932.] � 

§5. Your committee was asked to rule as to "what 
action should be taken when an elder is elected to 
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the General Assembly but before the convening of the 
Assembly the same elected elder transferred and iS 
received to another district. Is he still qualified to act 
as delegate to the General Assembly from the District 
which he left?'� · 

In accordance with the action taken by the Seventh 
General Assembly (Journal 98, § 220, and referred to 
in Manual of 1932, 416, § 3) your committee rules that 
such elder is ineligible ·to be seated in the assembly · 

as a representative of the district which he left. 
[Adopted by the General Assembly of 1936.] 

570. Relating to Athletics in Nazarene Colleges 
We recommend that it be definitely provided that 

schools and colleges of the Church of the Nazarene 
engage only in intramural athletics. [Adopted by 
General Assembly, 1940.] 

571. Relating to Dramatics in Schools and Colleges 
Whereas, There is danger in the excessive use of 

dramatic productions in our schools and colleges; be it 
Resolved, That this practice be carefully restricted 

and greater emphasis be placed on the spiritual ex­
ercise that leads to sound Christian experience. 
[Adopted by General Assembly, 1940.] 

572. Relating to Judiciary Actions 
§ 1. Has the district advisory board the right to 

transfer a member of the District Assembly to an­
other denomination? 

Ans. The district advisory board has no authority 
to transfer a member of the District Assembly to an­
other denomination. · 

§ 2. (a) Does a District Superintendent have the 
right .to give his written approval to the sale of church 
property without the consent of the district advisory 
board? 

(b) Does · he need the consent of the district ad­
visory board? 
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Ans. (a) The District Superintendent does have the 
right to give his written approval of the sale of church 
property without the approval of the district advisory 
board. 

(b) He does not need the consent of the district 
advisory board. 

· 

§·3. Relating to General Rules 25 § 1 (7) "member­
ship fu our 'fellowship with oathbound secret orders or 
fraternities." 

(a) Does this mean that the Church of the Naza­
rene will not permit its members to hold their former 
insurance in this class of orders, providing that the 
fees are paid for this purpose only and there is no 
fellowship with the organization? 

(b) Does a church have the· right to maintain the 
membership of a person when he holds membership in 
a secret order solely for the purpose of keeping his 
insurance while it bars from membership other per­
sons because they are members of the same order? 

Ans. (a) (b) According to 25, § 1 (7) of our Manual, 
one cannot be a member of the Church of the Naza­
rene while holding membership in an oathbound, 
secret order . 

. § Zl. A woman marries a man who had been pre­
viously married and unscripturally divorced. Would 
she be barred from membership in the Church of the 
Nazarene providing her own individual case met the 
requirements for membership? 

· 

Ans. Such a person as that referred to would be 
barred from membership in the Church of the Naza­
rene. 

§ 5. General Rules 25 § 1 (3) relating to "the use of 
tobacco in any of its forms, or the trafficking therein.» 

Does this prohibit church mem'1lership in the Church 
of the Nazarene to a person who is employed in a 
store, either as clerk or manager, where among other 
things he is obliged to sell tobacco·? 

Ans. There is a distinction between trafficking as 
the owner of a business and selling as a clerk; and. 
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therefore, we would not interpret the selling as a 
clerk as violating the letter of the Manual. 

§6. At a church meeting called for the purpose ()f 
voting on the recall of a pastor, is it legal to count the 
votes of members not present at the time of such 
voting? 

Ans. It would be illegal to count the votes of mem­
bers not present when voting on the recall of a pastor. 

§ 7. 1£ a licensed minister meet all the requirements 
for the renewal of his license according to 272, is the 
District Assembly obliged to renew such license? 

Ans. A district Assembly is not under obligation ac­
cording to 272 to renew said license. 

§ 8. A church has a debt on its property. It elects 
a finance committee of three who are members of 
the church board with instructions to receive and dis­
burse all money which applies to the church debt. 
Has the church the right to make this committee cus­
todian of that part of the church funds and to receive 
and disburse the :;;ame independent of the regularly 
elected church treasurer? 

Ans. The church does have such a right. 
§ 9. A pastor resigns. The District Superintendent 

calls the church board together to consider the ap­
pointment of a man to fill the vacancy until the next 
District A.ssembly. He finds that the church board 
had previously held a meeting and elected a man for 
the pastorate for the remainder of the District As­
se�bly year, and also had called him for the year 
following. Is the church acting within its rights? 

Ans. The church was not acting within its rights. 
§ 10. In case a District Superintendent . and pastor 

fail to investigate charges filed against a minister in 
t}:leir Assembly District as directed in 455 of the Man­
ual, does this incrimL"late the District Superintendent 
or the pastor for failure to make this investigation? 

Ans. A District Superintendent would be . incrimi­
nated if he failed to investigate written accusations 
against a minister in his Assembly District. The fact 
of his amenability to his District Assembly is evidence 
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that he will be subject to charges for failing to dis­
charge his official duty. [Adopted by General. Assem­
bly, 1928.]

§ 11. Is a vote naming an office merely, and not a 
person-an elder-for ministerial delegate to the Gen� 
eral Assembly legal?

Ans. It is our opinion that, in interpretation of Part . ) 
III, Article IV, Section 2, of our Constitution, the nam- · : 

. ing of an office does not constitute a legal ballot for , 
either ministerial or lay delegate to the General As­
sembly. .. 

§ 12. You� Committee [on Judiciary] reports on 
Memorial No. 301, concerning the constitutionality of 
an age limit for voting, that it is our opinion that the 
setting by this General Assembly of an age limit for 
voting is not contrary to our Constitution. [Adopted 
by General Assembly, 1932.] 

§ 13. Clarify the status of an elder who may � be 
dropped from the local membership roll on account of 
absence of over a six-month period, which is unsatis­
factorily explained, and the nonsupport of the church · 
during this period. If a local church drops his name 1� 
from the roll, what is his Assembly relationship? 

Ans. It is the opinion of the Committee ·On. Judi­
ciary that the dropping of an elder from the church 
roll of which he is a member, under the conditions 
mentioned, cannot affect his status as a member of his 
Assembly District. [Adopted by General Assembly, 
1940.] 

§ 14. Does a recommendation for ordination, if · 
denie¢l, authorize the Orders and Relations Committee 
to recommend a renewal of miwster's license without 
a recommendation from the local church? 

Ans. A recommendation for ordination, i£ denied, 
does authorize the Orders and Relations Committee 
to recommend a renewal of license · without any other 
recommendation. [Adopted by General Assembly, 
1948.] 
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573. Relating to Public Bathing Places 
Resolved, That this General Assembly go on record 

as being unqualifiedly opposed to our people's patron­
izing promiscuous public bathing places. [Adopted by 
General Assembly, 1&28.] 

57 4. Relating to Committee on Public Morals 
Your Committee on State of the Church and Public 

Morals recommends the appointment of a permanent 
Committee on Public Morals .whose duty it shall be to 
promote a program of constructive instruction on such 
subjects as: marriage, divorce, temperance, tobacco, 
Sabbath . observance, oathbound secret orders, the 
theater, including the movies, worldliness of other 
types, and such other related subjects as may need 
emphasis. This program shall be promoted through 
the regular periodicals of our church, by pamphlets 
and booklets, study co.urses and lectures. [Adopted 
by General Assembly, . 1944.] 

575. Relating to Appointment of Pastqrs for Small 
Churches 

That this General Assembly advise the appoint­
ment of pastors for churches that have been organized 
for less than two years, or that have less than twenty­
five voting members, or that pay less than ten dollars 
per week, by the General Superintendent, the Dis­
trict Superintendent, and the district advisory board 
with the consent of the delegates at the District As· 
sembly. In case of ':l vacancy in the pastorate in such 

. churches in the interim between District Assemblies, 
such should be filled by the appointment of the Dis­
trict Superintendent. [Adopted by General Assembly, 
1936.] 

576. Relating to Parliamentary Procedure 
We recommend the adoption of Robert's Rules of 

Order and Neely's Parliamentary Practice when no 
definite method of parliamentary procedure is indi­
cated in the Manual. [Adopted by Gene·ral Assembly. 
1940.J 
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577. Relating to Our Financial Policy 
First. We recommend that the General Assembly 

continue the budget system of general finances·. 
It is our opinion, however, that the primary es-: 

sential of success in this regard is the full co-operation· 
of every department of the church. Therefore, 

Second. We recommend that all general funds 
raised by each department of each local church, in-

. eluding the Woman's Foreign Missionary Society, . 
after its fixed items of relief and retirement and gen­
eral contingent have been excepted, shall be paid itito 
the general budget until the general budget apportion­
ment of the local church be paid in full for the year. 
[Adopted by General Assembly, 1932.] 

Voted: That the present system of including all gen­
eral interests in one unified budget be continued. 

Voted: That the following items be fixed in the gen­
eral budget: church extension, General Assembly, 
General Boatd, General Superintendents' Expense, 
General Treasurer. [Adopted by General Assembly, 
1936.] 

In considering the financial policies of the church, we 
recommend that regular income from tithes and offer­
ings be our method, as it has always been, and that 
in all matters of expenditure settled budgets be em­
phasized, with specials of all kinds as second in the 
order of importance. [Adopted by General Assembly, 
1944.] 

578. Relating to Church History 
The General Assembly ordered a Committee on 

Church History and elected Rev. M. E. Redford, Prof. 
Clinton Bushey, and Rev. -Roy E. Swim to be the Com-
mittee. And • 

That the expenses of the Committee on History be 
paid from the general contingent fund under the ap­
proval of the Board of General Superintendents. · 

The Book Committee, the Board of General Super­
intendents, the General Church Secretary, _ and the 
Committee .on History were authorized at their dis-
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cretion to prepare a history of the Church of the 
Nazarene. [Adopted by General Assembly, 1936.] 

579. Relatiqg to Storehouse Tithing 
Storehouse tithing is clearly both the scriptural and 

practical performance of faithfully and regularly 
placing the tithe in that church to which the member 
belongs. 

· 

Upon careful reflection the local church is the only 
storehouse properly recognizable in a scriptural sense. 
Therefore, to widen the scope of the definition but 
weakens its import and value. [Adopted by General 
Assembly, 1932.] 

· 

580. Relating to Modification of Constitutions and 
· Bylaws of Auxiliary Oi;ganizations by 

British Isles District 
Resolved, That authority be granted the British Isles 

District Assembly or their successors to modify from 
time to time the Constitution and Bylaws of auxiliary 
organizations as may be necessary to meet the prevail­
ing' conditions in Britain, with the approval and con­
sent of the General Superintendents being necessary 
for each alteration or modification. [Adopted by 
General Assembly, 1944.] 

581. Relating to Reti1·ement Pension of General 
Superintendents 

The schedule of pensions for retired General Super­
intendents shall be as fallows: 

§ 1. A retired General Superintendent having served 
at least twelve years shall be eligible to receive a 

···.pension of $1,500.00 a year. 
§ 2. The widow of a General Superintendent who 

ha� served the Church in that office for twelve years 
or more shall be eligible to receive a monthly pen­
sion of one hundred dollars unless she remarries. [262 
§ 4] (Adopted by General Assembly, 1940; amended 
by General Assembly; 1948) . 
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582. Relating to Foreign Missionary Activities· Among 
Young People 

That the missionary activities of the Nazarene 
Young People's Society be continued as heretofore, 
and that there be no se·parate organization for foreign . . 
missionary activities among yoUn.g people, except that 
of the Young Woman's · Foreign Missionary Society,­
which may be organized as a chapter of the Woman's 
Foreign Missionary Society, and of which young mel'.l 
may become associate members. 

583. Relating to Bible Societies 
WHEREAS, the Church of the Nazarene places special · 

emphasis upon the Bible as the written revelation of 
God, and that we do believe that it is the only effective 
agency to win new followers to Jesus Christ, and be-

. cause there is • an .increasing need for more copies 
of the Scriptures; therefore be it 

Resolved, First, that the General Assembly express 
its hearty approval of and sympathy with the work 
of the American Bible Society in the United States, 
the British and Foreign Bible Society in England and 
Canada, and the National Bible Society of Scotland; 

Second, that this Assembly endorse �he observance· 
of Universal Bible Sunday in December, directing 
attention of their respective congregations on this 
day to the essential place the Scriptures· should oc­
cupy in the lives of Christian people; 

Third, that whenever it is convenient an offering be 
taken by each congregation on Universal Bible Sun­
day for the world-wide missionary work of the var­
ious Bible societies, the same to be forwarded to our 
denominational Headquarters, 2923 Troost Avenue, 
Kansas City, Missouri, U.S.A.; 

Fourth, that the General Assembly authorize its 
General Church Secretary, or an alternate whom he 
may appoint, to attend during the ensuing quadren­
nium each annual session of the Advisory Council of 
the American Bible Society held in December at

585. Relating to the General Council of Education 
In view of the fact that there has been a feeling that 

a· more positive co-ordination of our educational work 
with that of the general church is not only desirable, 
but imperative to the best interests of the cause of 
education, therefore · 

" . . § 1. We recommend the formation of the General 
Council of Education to be composed of one repre­
sentative from each institution. 
: . § 2. The function of this Council shall be to consider 
all matters relating · to our educational work re­
ferred to it by the various institutions or otherwise. 
A further function of this Council shall be to study 
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carefUlly the educational needs and qualifications in 
the light of proper educational standards and make . 
recommendations concerning the same to the Depart­
ment of Education. The Council shall meet annually, 
and the expense of said meeting is to be borne by the 
various institutions represented. 

§ 3. We recommend, that such major matters as the 
erection of new buildings, the purchase or sale of 
property, or the creating of any indebtedness in the 
capital accounts, involving more than ten thousand 
dollars ($10,000.00] , mu�t have the approval of the 
supporting districts, provided also, that such districts 
represent the majority of the membership of the sup­
porting zone, together with the approval of the Gen­
eral Council of Education and the approval of the 
Gen�ral Board and the Board of General Superin­
tendents. 

. In other words, this places each institution in vital 
relation to the general . church, for the institutions 
would be directly amenable to their respective sup­
porting districts and also subject to the approval of the 
General Council of Education, the General Board, and 
the Board of General Superintendents. 

· 

§4. We also recommend, that our schools adhere 
strictly to the action of the General Board of Educa- · 

tion taken in 1921, requiring our schools and colleges 
so to adjust their current expense budgets as to be 
able to operate without an accumulation of · annual 
deficits. 

§ 5. We recommend, that the functions of the Edu­
cational �Secretary shall be to make investigations con­
cerning financial and scholastic needs and possibili­
ties of our educational institutions. He shall further 
serve our schools and people in cQ;Onection . with the 
development of a more favorable sentiment regarding 
our educational work and the securing of general 
funds and permanent endowments. The expense of 
such service shall be borne jointly by the schools 
affected and the Department of Education. [Adopted 
by General Assembly, 1932.]
